Agreement is entered into by the National Aeronautics and Space Administration Lyndon 

B. Johnson Space Center, located at 2101 NASA Parkway, Houston, Texas 77058 

(hereinafter referred to as "NASA" or "NASA JSC" or "JSC") and City of Seabrook, 

Office of Emergency Management, located at 1700 First Street, Seabrook, TX 77586 

(hereinafter referred to as "Partner" or "City of Seabrook" or "Seabrook").  NASA and 

Partner may be individually referred to as a "Party" and collectively referred to as the 

"Parties." 

  

ARTICLE 2. PURPOSE  

  

The NASA Lyndon B. Johnson Space Center (JSC) and the City of Seabrook, Texas wish 

to enter into an agreement to provide coordinated responses to a wide spectrum of 

emergencies affecting JSC and the surrounding communities through reciprocal 

utilization of the JSC Emergency Operations Center (EOC) and Seabrook's EOC.  NASA 

JSC and local governments share a common interest in maintaining an ability to quickly 

assess, respond to, and recover from natural disasters and other emergencies.  NASA JSC 

seeks to partner with the Emergency Operations Centers (EOCs) of local governments 

neighboring the Center.  Nonreimbursable agreements with these local governments 

providing mutual support for emergency operations and response enhances the ability of 

the Center and local government to quickly assess and respond to emergencies, 

shortening the time period required to respond to natural disasters and other emergencies, 

restore critical government services, and return JSC employees and the Center to full 

operational capacity.  The goal of this Agreement is to provide coordinated responses to a 

wide spectrum of emergencies affecting JSC and the surrounding communities through 

cross-utilization of the JSC Emergency Operations Center (EOC) and Seabrook's EOC. 

  

ARTICLE 3. RESPONSIBILITIES 

 

A. NASA will use reasonable efforts to: 

 

1.  Furnish property, facilities, and utility services for the City of Seabrook to bring up to 

seven (7) City of Seabrook personnel to JSC during a single incident. 

2.  Provide work space in the Community Partners Emergency Operations Center 

(CPEOC), room 3100, Building 30.   
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3.  Provide furniture and other office equipment and supplies (e.g. routine note pads, 

easels, display boards, etc.) necessary for personnel from the City of Seabrook to operate 

from the CPEOC.   

4.  Provide all basic utility services attendant to the operations of the CPEOC, except 

during emergency conditions when some or all utilities may be unavailable. 

5.  Provide janitorial services, except during emergency conditions when resources may 

be unavailable. 

6.  Ensure facility access and coordination by appropriate JSC communications 

organizations for the purpose of installing the necessary Seabrook communications 

equipment. 

7.  Provide radio antennas and cabling required for pre-planned and programmed CPEOC 

operating frequencies. 

8.  Ensure safety and proper operations by providing an official JSC liaison on duty in the 

CPEOC whenever personnel of the City of Seabrook are present.  The general purpose of 

the liaison is to facilitate access to the CPEOC, provide assistance, and assist in 

coordination between JSC Operations and Seabrook, as required.  The liaison will be 

available to provide assistance regarding the general layout of the CPEOC, identification 

of high hazard areas at JSC, specialized or unusual instructions, and other pertinent 

information required for emergency planning. 

9.  Provide access to and from the CPEOC 24 hours per day, 7 days per week for 

personnel of the City of Seabrook.  Response will not be impaired by the method chosen 

to permit site entry/exit during emergency.   

 

   

 

 

 

B. Partner will use reasonable efforts to: 

 

1.  Comply with Federal safety, environmental, and security rules and regulations while 

operating at JSC. 

2.  Provide identification (including full name, office and emergency contact telephone 

number, and entity represented) for all Seabrook officials anticipated to occupy the 

Community Partners Emergency Operations Center (CPEOC). Seabrook is not allowed to 

bring family members or pets on site. 

3.  Provide all personal equipment, including pagers, cellular telephones, medication, and 

shelter supplies (e.g. food, bedding, clothing, toiletries, etc.) for each person assigned by 

their entity to the CPEOC for the duration of the emergency/exercise. 

4.  Provide required radio equipment for Seabrook frequencies, and maintenance of that 

equipment.  JSC will provide facility access and coordination for installation of 

communications equipment, including telephone lines and radio antennas.  Necessary 

facility/utility modifications associated with the placement of the Seabrook 

communications equipment will be accomplished by JSC as part of facilities 

modification, except that Seabrook will make arrangements for connection to appropriate 

central dispatch (e.g. Harris County Sheriff, Houston Police Department, Precinct 8 

Constable's Office, etc.). 
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5. Provide dispatching of Seabrook forces occupying the CPEOC. The current security 

service support contractor Emergency Dispatch Center (EDC) dispatchers will not 

dispatch Seabrook forces.  JSC EDC dispatchers will request services from the City of 

Seabrook through procedures identified by Seabrook and agreed to by JSC. 

6.  Provide any auxiliary equipment and supplies normally associated with emergency 

operations.  This equipment includes notebooks, emergency plans, community maps, 

unique display boards, and telephone books, which are used to perform emergency 

planning and response duties of a highly qualified municipal emergency management 

office. 

7.  Provide JSC the capability to have access to or utilize shared resources as appropriate 

and available from Seabrook.  These shared resources may include communication 

equipment, portable generators, maintenance/clean-up equipment, etc., which would be 

used to perform appropriate emergency response activities. 

8.  In the event that the JSC Emergency Operations Center (EOC) is rendered inoperable, 

provide JSC access to the City of Seabrook EOC for no more than eight (8) JSC 

personnel.  Said personnel will provide identification (including full name, office and 

emergency contact telephone number) of all JSC officials anticipated to occupy Seabrook 

facilities.  JSC is not allowed to bring family members or pets on site or utilize shared 

resources as appropriate and available from the City of Seabrook.  JSC personnel will 

terminate the use of shelter facilities of the City of Seabrook as soon as it is safe to return 

to JSC. 

9.  Comply with Federal, NASA, and JSC policies on the official use of computer 

resources.  Use of CPEOC equipment, particularly computers and JSC Internet access, 

are subject to monitoring for official use.  Misuse and/or abuse of Government-furnished 

computers and JSC Internet access will result in a formal complaint to the City of 

Seabrook Manager. 

 

 

  

ARTICLE 4. SCHEDULE AND MILESTONES 

 

The planned major milestones for the activities defined in the "Responsibilities" Article 

are as follows:

As needed during the term 

of the Agreement 

  

ARTICLE 5. FINANCIAL OBLIGATIONS  

  

There will be no transfer of funds between the Parties under this Agreement and each 

Party will fund its own participation.  All activities under or pursuant to this Agreement 

are subject to the availability of funds, and no provision of this Agreement shall be 

interpreted to require obligation or payment of funds in violation of the Anti-Deficiency 

Act, (31 U.S.C. § 1341). 

  

ARTICLE 6. PRIORITY OF USE  

  

Any schedule or milestone in this Agreement is estimated based upon the Parties' current 

understanding of the projected availability of NASA goods, services, facilities, or 

equipment.  In the event that NASA's projected availability changes, Partner shall be 

given reasonable notice of that change, so that the schedule and milestones may be 

adjusted accordingly.  The Parties agree that NASA's use of the goods, services, facilities, 

or equipment shall have priority over the use planned in this Agreement.  Should a 

conflict arise, NASA in its sole discretion shall determine whether to exercise that 

priority.  Likewise, should a conflict arise as between two or more non-NASA Partners, 

NASA, in its sole discretion, shall determine the priority as between those Partners.  This 

Agreement does not obligate NASA to seek alternative government property or services 

under the jurisdiction of NASA at other locations.  

  

ARTICLE 7. NONEXCLUSIVITY  

  

This Agreement is not exclusive; accordingly, NASA may enter into similar agreements 

for the same or similar purpose with other private or public entities. 

  

ARTICLE 8. LIABILITY AND RISK OF LOSS  

  

A.  Partner hereby waives any claims against NASA, its employees, its related entities, 

(including, but not limited to, contractors and subcontractors at any tier, grantees, 

investigators, customers, users, and their contractors and subcontractors, at any tier) and 

employees of NASA's related entities for any injury to, or death of, Partner employees or 

the employees of Partner's related entities, or for damage to, or loss of, Partner's property 

or the property of its related entities arising from or related to activities conducted under 

this Agreement, whether such injury, death, damage, or loss arises through negligence or 

otherwise, except in the case of willful misconduct.  

 

B.  Partner further agrees to extend this unilateral waiver to its related entities by 

requiring them, by contract or otherwise, to waive all claims against NASA, its related 

entities, and employees of NASA and employees of NASA's related entities for injury, 

death, damage, or loss arising from or related to activities conducted under this 

Agreement.  
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ARTICLE 9. INTELLECTUAL PROPERTY RIGHTS - DATA RIGHTS  

  

A.   General  

 

1.  "Related Entity" as used in this Data Rights Article means a contractor, subcontractor, 

grantee, or other entity having a legal relationship with NASA or Partner, that is 

assigned, tasked, or contracted to perform activities under this Agreement. 

2.  "Data," means recorded information, regardless of form, the media on which it is 

recorded, or the method of recording.   

3.  "Proprietary Data," means Data embodying trade secrets developed at private expense 

or commercial or financial information that is privileged or confidential, and that includes 

a restrictive notice, unless the Data is: 

a. known or available from other sources without restriction;  

b. known, possessed, or developed independently, and without reference to the 

Proprietary Data; 

c. made available by the owners to others without restriction; or 

d. required by law or court order to be disclosed. 

4.  Data exchanged under this Agreement is exchanged without restriction except as 

otherwise provided herein.   

5. Notwithstanding any restrictions provided in this Article, the Parties are not restricted 

in the use, disclosure, or reproduction of Data provided under this Agreement that meets 

one of the exceptions in 3. above. If a Party believes that any exceptions apply, it shall 

notify the other Party before any unrestricted use, disclosure, or reproduction of the Data. 

6.  The Parties will not exchange preexisting Proprietary Data under this Agreement 

unless authorized herein or in writing by the owner. 

7.  If the Parties exchange Data having a notice that the Receiving Party deems is 

ambiguous or unauthorized, the Receiving Party shall tell the Providing Party.  If the 

notice indicates a restriction, the Receiving Party shall protect the Data under this Article 

unless otherwise directed in writing by the Providing Party. 

8. The Data rights herein apply to the employees and Related Entities of Partner. Partner 

shall ensure that its employees and Related Entity employees know about and are bound 

by the obligations under this Article. 

9.  Disclaimer of Liability:  NASA is not restricted in, or liable for, the use, disclosure, or 

reproduction of Data without a restrictive notice or for Data Partner gives, or is required 

to give, the U.S. Government without restriction.    

 

B.  Data First Produced by Partner Under this Agreement  

 

If Data first produced by Partner or its Related Entities under this Agreement is given to 

NASA, and the Data is Proprietary Data, and it includes a restrictive notice, NASA will 

use reasonable efforts to protect it. The Data will be disclosed and used (under suitable 

protective conditions) only for U.S. Government purposes. 
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C.  Data First Produced by NASA Under this Agreement 

 

If Partner requests that Data first produced by NASA under this Agreement be protected, 

and NASA determines it would be Proprietary Data if obtained from Partner, NASA will 

use reasonable efforts to mark it with a restrictive notice and protect it for one year after 

its development.  During this restricted period the Data may be disclosed and used (under 

suitable protective conditions) for U.S. Government purposes only, and thereafter for any 

purpose. Partner must not disclose the Data without NASA's written approval during the 

restricted period. The restrictions placed on NASA do not apply to Data disclosing a 

NASA-owned invention for which patent protection is being considered. 

 

D. Publication of Results   

 

The National Aeronautics and Space Act (51 U.S.C. § 20112) requires NASA to provide 

for the widest practicable and appropriate dissemination of information concerning its 

activities and the results thereof. As such, NASA may publish unclassified and non-

Proprietary Data resulting from work performed under this Agreement. The Parties will 

coordinate publication of results allowing a reasonable time to review and comment. 

 

  

E. Data Disclosing an Invention   

 

If the Parties exchange Data disclosing an invention for which patent protection is being 

considered, and the furnishing Party identifies the Data as such when providing it to the 

Receiving Party, the Receiving Party shall withhold it from public disclosure for a 

reasonable time (one (1) year unless otherwise agreed or the Data is restricted for a 

longer period herein). 

 

F. Copyright   

 

Data exchanged with a copyright notice and with no restrictive notice is presumed to be 

published. The following royalty-free licenses apply: 

1.  If indicated on the Data that it was produced outside of this Agreement, it may be 

reproduced, distributed, and used to prepare derivative works only for carrying out the 

Receiving Party's responsibilities under this Agreement. 

2. Data without the indication of F.1. is presumed to be first produced under this 

Agreement. Except as otherwise provided in paragraph E. of this Article, and in the 

Inventions and Patent Rights Article of this Agreement for protection of reported 

inventions, the Data may be reproduced, distributed, and used to prepare derivative works 

for any purpose. 

 

G. Data Subject to Export Control   

 

Whether or not marked, technical data subject to the export laws and regulations of the 

United States provided to Partner under this Agreement must not be given to foreign 
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persons or transmitted outside the United States without proper U.S. Government 

authorization. 

  

ARTICLE 10. INTELLECTUAL PROPERTY RIGHTS - INVENTION AND PATENT 

RIGHTS  

  

A.  "Related Entity" as used in this Invention and Patent Rights Article means a 

contractor, subcontractor, grantee, or other entity having a legal relationship with NASA 

or Partner assigned, tasked, or contracted with to perform activities under this 

Agreement. 

 

B.  The invention and patent rights herein apply to employees and Related Entities of 

Partner. Partner shall ensure that its employees and Related Entity employees know about 

and are bound by the obligations under this Article. 

 

C.  NASA has determined that 51 U.S.C. § 20135(b) does not apply to this Agreement.  

Therefore, title to inventions made (conceived or first actually reduced to practice) under 

this Agreement remain with the respective inventing party(ies).  No invention or patent 

rights are exchanged or granted under this Agreement. NASA and Partner will use 

reasonable efforts to report inventions made jointly by their employees (including 

employees of their Related Entities). The Parties will consult and agree on the 

responsibilities and actions to establish and maintain patent protection for joint 

inventions, and on the terms and conditions of any license or other rights exchanged or 

granted between them. 

  

ARTICLE 11. USE OF NASA NAME AND NASA EMBLEMS  

  

A.  NASA Name and Initials 

 

Partner shall not use "National Aeronautics and Space Administration" or "NASA" in a 

way that creates the impression that a product or service has the authorization, support, 

sponsorship, or endorsement of NASA, which does not, in fact, exist.  Except for releases 

under the "Release of General Information to the Public and Media" Article, Partner must 

submit any proposed public use of the NASA name or initials (including press releases 

and all promotional and advertising use) to the NASA Associate Administrator for the 

Office of Communications or designee ("NASA Communications") for review and 

approval.  Approval by NASA Office of Communications shall be based on applicable 

law and policy governing the use of the NASA name and initials.   

 

B.  NASA Emblems 

 

Use of NASA emblems (i.e., NASA Seal, NASA Insignia, NASA logotype, NASA 

Program Identifiers, and the NASA Flag) is governed by 14 C.F.R. Part 1221. Partner 

must submit any proposed use of the emblems to NASA Communications for review and 

approval.   
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ARTICLE 12. RELEASE OF GENERAL INFORMATION TO THE PUBLIC AND 

MEDIA  

  

NASA or Partner may, consistent with Federal law and this Agreement, release general 

information regarding its own participation in this Agreement as desired. 

  

ARTICLE 13. DISCLAIMER OF WARRANTY  

  

Goods, services, facilities, or equipment provided by NASA under this Agreement are 

provided "as is."  NASA makes no express or implied warranty as to the condition of any 

such goods, services, facilities, or equipment, or as to the condition of any research or 

information generated under this Agreement, or as to any products made or developed 

under or as a result of this Agreement including as a result of the use of information 

generated hereunder, or as to the merchantability or fitness for a particular purpose of 

such research, information, or resulting product, or that the goods, services, facilities or 

equipment provided will accomplish the intended results or are safe for any purpose 

including the intended purpose, or that any of the above will not interfere with privately-

owned rights of others.  Neither the government nor its contractors shall be liable for 

special, consequential or incidental damages attributed to such equipment, facilities, 

technical information, or services provided under this Agreement or such research, 

information, or resulting products made or developed under or as a result of this 

Agreement. 

  

ARTICLE 14. DISCLAIMER OF ENDORSEMENT  

  

NASA does not endorse or sponsor any commercial product, service, or activity.  

NASA's participation in this Agreement or provision of goods, services, facilities or 

equipment under this Agreement does not constitute endorsement by NASA.  Partner 

agrees that nothing in this Agreement will be construed to imply that NASA authorizes, 

supports, endorses, or sponsors any product or service of Partner resulting from activities 

conducted under this Agreement, regardless of the fact that such product or service may 

employ NASA-developed technology. 

  

ARTICLE 15. COMPLIANCE WITH LAWS AND REGULATIONS  

  

A. The Parties shall comply with all applicable laws and regulations including, but not 

limited to, safety; security; export control; environmental; and suspension and debarment 

laws and regulations. Access by a Partner to NASA facilities or property, or to a NASA 

Information Technology (IT) system or application, is contingent upon compliance with 

NASA security and safety policies and guidelines including, but not limited to, standards 

on badging, credentials, and facility and IT system/application access. 

 

B. With respect to any export control requirements:  

 

1. The Parties will comply with all U.S. export control laws and regulations, including the 

International Traffic in Arms Regulations (ITAR), 22 C.F.R. Parts 120 through 130, and 
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the Export Administration Regulations (EAR), 15 C.F.R. Parts 730 through 799, in 

performing work under this Agreement or any Annex to this Agreement.  In the absence 

of available license exemptions or exceptions, the Partner shall be responsible for 

obtaining the appropriate licenses or other approvals, if required, for exports of hardware, 

technical data and software, or for the provision of technical assistance. 

 

2. The Partner shall be responsible for obtaining export licenses, if required, before 

utilizing foreign persons in the performance of work under this Agreement or any Annex 

under this Agreement, including instances where the work is to be performed on-site at 

NASA and where the foreign person will have access to export-controlled technical data 

or software. 

 

3. The Partner will be responsible for all regulatory record-keeping requirements 

associated with the use of licenses and license exemptions or exceptions. 

 

4. The Partner will be responsible for ensuring that the provisions of this Article apply to 

its Related Entities. 

 

C With respect to suspension and debarment requirements:  

 

1. The Partner hereby certifies, to the best of its knowledge and belief, that it has 

complied, and shall comply, with 2 C.F.R. Part 180, Subpart C, as supplemented by 2 

C.F.R. Part 1880, Subpart C. 

 

2. The Partner shall include language and requirements equivalent to those set forth in 

subparagraph C.1., above, in any lower-tier covered transaction entered into under this 

Agreement. 

  

ARTICLE 16. TERM OF AGREEMENT  

  

This Agreement becomes effective upon the date of the last signature below (herein 

referred to as "Effective Date") and shall remain in effect for five years from the 

Effective Date. 

  

ARTICLE 17. RIGHT TO TERMINATE  

  

Either Party may unilaterally terminate this Agreement by providing thirty (30) calendar 

days written notice to the other Party. 

  

ARTICLE 18. CONTINUING OBLIGATIONS  

  

The rights and obligations of the Parties that, by their nature, would continue beyond the 

expiration or termination of this Agreement, e.g., "Liability and Risk of Loss" and 

"Intellectual Property Rights"-related clauses shall survive such expiration or termination 

of this Agreement. 
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ARTICLE 19. POINTS OF CONTACT 

 

The following personnel are designated as the Points of Contact between the Parties in

ARTICLE 20. DISPUTE RESOLUTION  

  

Except as otherwise provided in the Article entitled "Priority of Use," the Article entitled 

"Intellectual Property Rights – Invention and Patent Rights" (for those activities governed 

by 37 C.F.R. Part 404), and those situations where a pre-existing statutory or regulatory 

system exists (e.g., under the Freedom of Information Act, 5 U.S.C. § 552), all disputes 

concerning questions of fact or law arising under this Agreement shall be referred by the 

claimant in writing to the appropriate person identified in this Agreement as the  "Points 

of Contact."  The persons identified as the "Points of Contact" for NASA and the Partner 

will consult and attempt to resolve all issues arising from the implementation of this 

Agreement.  If they are unable to come to agreement on any issue, the dispute will be 

referred to the signatories to this Agreement, or their designees, for joint resolution.  If 

the Parties remain unable to resolve the dispute, then the NASA signatory or that person's 

designee, as applicable, will issue a written decision that will be the final agency decision 

for the purpose of judicial review.  Nothing in this Article limits or prevents either Party 

from pursuing any other right or remedy available by law upon the issuance of the final 

agency decision. 

  

ARTICLE 21. MODIFICATIONS  

  

Any modification to this Agreement shall be executed, in writing, and signed by an 

authorized representative of NASA and the Partner. 

  

ARTICLE 22. ASSIGNMENT  

  

Neither this Agreement nor any interest arising under it will be assigned by the Partner or 

NASA without the express written consent of the officials executing, or successors, or 

officials possessing original or delegated authority to execute this Agreement. 
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ARTICLE 23. APPLICABLE LAW  

  

U.S. Federal law governs this Agreement for all purposes, including, but not limited to, 

determining the validity of the Agreement, the meaning of its provisions, and the rights, 

obligations and remedies of the Parties. 

  

ARTICLE 24. INDEPENDENT RELATIONSHIP  

  

This Agreement is not intended to constitute, create, give effect to or otherwise recognize 

a joint venture, partnership, or formal business organization, or agency agreement of any 

kind, and the rights and obligations of the Parties shall be only those expressly set forth 

herein. 

  

ARTICLE 25. LOAN OF GOVERNMENT PROPERTY  

  

The parties shall complete and enter into a separate NASA Form 893, Loan of NASA 

Equipment, for any NASA equipment which is to be loaned to Partner in support of the 

activities under this Agreement. 

  

ARTICLE 26. SIGNATORY AUTHORITY   

 

The signatories to this Agreement covenant and warrant that they have authority to 

execute this Agreement.  By signing below, the undersigned agrees to the above terms 

and conditions.

At the last Council meeting, Council expressed concerns 159 

with the proposed weight limit and property owners who store their boats and trailers on 160 

private property.  The new recommendation to include Class 7 vehicles, starting with 161 

those that exceed 26,000 lbs., parked on City streets and private property.  Ordinance 162 

2016-09 deletes Section 90-65, which prohibits parking of commercial vehicles on City 163 

streets, but only between 10pm and 6am.  The proposed new section 90-65 allows 164 

vehicles exceeding 26,000 lbs to park for 1 hour on City streets or private property.  The 165 

exception is for vehicles doing business with the property owner.  A new section 90-66 is 166 

also proposed, which allows 1 hour parking of vehicles over 26,000 lbs. gross weight on 167 

private property with exceptions for service vehicles or those doing business with the 168 

private property owner; boats, trailers, and motor homes; and vehicles that are an 169 

accessory to the use on the private property, such as warehouse type use.  Trucks and 170 

accessory is defined in the proposed ordinance.  The ordinance does not address a 171 

prohibition of shipping containers, which cannot be stored or stacked on private property.  172 

Vans would be permissible because they do not exceed the 26,000 lb limit.  However, if a 173 

business is run out of someone’s home and the truck for the business is a class 7 vehicle, 174 

that truck must be parked off-site. 175

the ordinance on first reading, with amendments, motion was made by Councilmember 177

INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT 
 
This Interlocal Agreement (“Agreement”) is made and entered into this ____ day of 
___________, 2016, by and between the CITY OF FRISCO, Texas (hereinafter called 
"FRISCO"), and the CITY OF SEABROOK, Texas (hereinafter called "SEABROOK"), 
each acting by and through its duly authorized officials: 
 
WHEREAS, FRISCO and SEABROOK are both governmental entities engaged in the 
purchase of goods and services, which is a recognized governmental function; 
 
WHEREAS, FRISCO and SEABROOK wish to enter into this Agreement pursuant to 
Chapter 791 of the Texas Government Code (hereinafter "Interlocal Cooperation Act") 
to set forth the terms and conditions upon which FRISCO and SEABROOK may 
purchase various goods and services commonly utilized by each party; 
 
WHEREAS, participation in an interlocal agreement will be highly beneficial to the 
taxpayers of FRISCO and SEABROOK through the anticipated savings to be realized 
and is of mutual concern to the contracting parties; 
 
WHEREAS, FRISCO and SEABROOK have current funds available to satisfy any fees 
owed pursuant to this Agreement. 
 
NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the foregoing and the mutual promises, 
covenants and obligations as set forth herein; FRISCO and SEABROOK agree as 
follows: 
 
1. FRISCO and SEABROOK may cooperate in the purchase of various goods and 
services commonly utilized by the participants, where available and applicable, and may 
purchase goods and services from vendors under present and future contracts. 
 
2. FRISCO and SEABROOK shall each be individually responsible for payments 
directly to the vendor and for the vendor's compliance with all conditions of delivery and 
quality of purchased items under such contracts. FRISCO and SEABROOK shall each 
make their respective payments from current revenues available to the paying party. 
 
3. Notwithstanding anything herein to the contrary, participation in this Agreement 
may be terminated by any party upon thirty (30) days written notice to the other 
participating party(ies). 
 
4. The undersigned officer and/or agents of the party(ies) hereto are duly 
authorized officials and possess the requisite authority to execute this Agreement on 
behalf of the parties hereto. 
 
5. This Agreement may be executed separately by the participating entities, each of 
which shall be deemed an original and all of which together shall constitute one and the 
same instrument. 



  

 
6. This Agreement shall become effective on the day and year first written above 
(the “Effective Date”).  The primary term of this Agreement shall be for one (1) year, 
commencing on the Effective Date and terminating on May 1, 2017, and shall thereafter 
automatically renew for successive one-year terms, unless terminated according to the 
terms set forth in Paragraph 3. 
 
7. To the extent allowed by law, each party agrees to release, defend, indemnify, 
and hold harmless the other (and its officers, agents, and employees) from and against 
all claims or causes of action for injuries (including death), property damages (including 
loss of use), and any other losses, demands, suits, judgments and costs, including 
reasonable attorneys’ fees and expenses, in any way arising out of, related to, or 
resulting  from its performance under this agreement, or caused by its negligent acts or 
omissions (or those of its respective officers, agents, employees, or any other third 
parties for whom it is legally responsible) in connection with performing this agreement. 
 
8   The laws of the State of Texas shall govern the interpretation, validity, 
performance and enforcement of this Agreement.   
 
9. The provisions of this Agreement are severable.  If any paragraph, section, 
subdivision, sentence, clause, or phrase of this Agreement is for any reason held by a 
court of competent jurisdiction to be contrary to law or contrary to any rule or regulation 
having the force and effect of the law, the remaining portions of the Agreement shall be 
enforced as if the invalid provision had never been included. 
 
10. This Agreement embodies the entire agreement between the parties and may 
only be modified in writing executed by both parties.   
 
11. This Agreement shall be binding upon the parties hereto, their successors, heirs, 
personal representatives and assigns.  Neither party will assign or transfer an interest in 
this Agreement without the written consent of the other party. 
 
12. It is expressly understood and agreed that, in the execution of this Agreement, 
neither party waives, nor shall be deemed hereby to have waived any immunity or 
defense that would otherwise be available to it against claims arising in the exercise of 
governmental powers and functions.  By entering into this Agreement, the parties do not 
create any obligations, express or implied other that those set forth herein, and this 
Agreement shall not create any rights in parties not signatories hereto. 
 
13. The declarations, determinations and findings declared, made and found in the 
preamble to this Agreement are hereby adopted, restated and made part of the 
operative provisions hereof.

The Contract Documents are enumerated in the Agreement between the Owner and Contractor (hereinafter the
Agreement) and consist of the Agreernent, Conditions of the Contract (General, Supplementary and other
Conditions), Drawings, Specifications, Addenda issued prior to execution of the Contract, other documents listed in
the Agreement and Modifications issued after execution of the Contract, A Modification is (l) a written amendment
to the Contract signed by both parties, (2) a Change Order, (3) a Construction Change Directive or (4) a written
order for a minor change ín the Work issued by the Architect. Unless specifically enumerated in the Agreement, the
Contract Documents do not include the advertisement or invitation to bid, Instructions to Bidders, sample forms,
other information furnished by the Owner in anticipation of receiving bids or proposals, the Contractor's bid or
proposal, or portions of Addenda relating to bidding requirements.

$ 1.1,2THE CONTRACT
The Contract Documents form the Contract for Construction. The Contract represents the entire and integrated
agreement between the parties hereto and supersedes prior negotiations, representations or agreelxents, either written
or oral. The Contract may be amended or modified only by a Modification. The Contract Documents shall not be

construed to create a contractual relationship of any kind (l) between the Contractor and the Architect or the
Architect's consulúants, (2) between the Owner and a Subcontractor or a Sub-subcontractor, (3) between the Owner
and the Architect or the Architect's consultants or (4) between any persons or entities other than the Owner and the
Contractor.

The Specifications are that portion of the Contract Documents consisting of the written requirements for materials,
equipment, systems, standards and workmanship for the Work, and performance of related services.

s 1.I,7 |NSTRUMENTS 0F SERVTCE

Instruments of Service are representations, in any medium of expression now known or later developed, of the
tangible and intangible creative work performed by the Architect and the Architect's consultants under their
respective professional services agreements. lnstruments of Service may include, without limitation, studies,
surveys, models, sketches, drawings, specifications, and other similar materials,

$ 1,1,8rNtTtAL DEC|STON MAKER
The Initial Decision Maker is the person identified in the Agreement to render initial decisions on Claims in
accordance with Section 15.2 and aertiû/ ternination of the Agreement under Section 14,2.2,

$ 1.2 CORRELATTON AND TNTENT 0F THE CoNTRACT DOCUMENTS

$ 1.2,1 The intent of the Contract Documents is to include all iterns necessary for the proper execution and
completion sf the Work by the Contractor. The Conhact Documents are complementary, and what is required by
one shall be as binding as if required by all; performance by the Confractor shall be required only to the extent
consistent with the Contract Documents and reasonably inferable from them as being necessary to produce the
indicated results.
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g l,2.2Organization of the Specifications into divisions, sections and artícles, and arangement of Drawings shall
not control the Contractor in dividing the Work among Subcontractors or ín establishing the extent of Work to be

performed by any trade,

industry meanings are used in the Contract Documents in accordance with such recognized meanings.

Terms capitalized in these General Conditions include those that are ( I ) specifically defined, (2) the titles of
numbered articles or (3) the titles of other documents published by the American Institute of Architects,

$ I.4 TNTERPRETATION

In the interest of brevity the Contract Documents frequently omit modifring words such as "all" and "any" and

articles such as "the" and "an," but the fact that a modifier or an article is absent from one statement and appears in

another is not intended to affect the interpretation of either statement,

$ l,5oWNERSH|P AND USE OF DRAWTNGS, SPEC|F|CAT|oNS AND oTHER ¡NSTRUMENTS 0F SERVICE

$ 1.5,1 The Architect and the Architect's consultants shall be deemed the authors and owners of their respective
Instruments of Service, including the Drawings and Specifications, and will retain all common law, statutory and
other reserved rights, including copyrights.

If the parties intend to transmit lnstruments of Service or any other information or documentation in digital form,
they shall endeavor to establish necessary protocols governing such transmissions, unless otherwise already
provided in the Agreement or the Contract Documents.

$ 2.1.1 The Owner is the person or entity identified as such in the Agreement and is refered to throughout the
Contract Documents as if singular in number. The Owner shall designate in writing a representative who shall have

The Owner shall fumish such evidence as a condition precedent to commencement or continuation of the Work or
the portion of the Work affected by a material change, After the Owner flirnishes the evidence, the Owner shall not
materially vary such financial arangements without prior notice to the Contractor.
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g 2.2.2 Except for pennits and fees that are the responsibility of the Contractor under the Contract Docurnents,
includingthoserequired under Section 3.7.l,the Ownershall secure andpøy fornecessaryapprovals, easements,

assessments and charges required for construction, use or occupancy ofpermanent structures or for pennanent

changes in existing facilities.

$ 2,2.3 The Owner shall furnish surveys describing physical characteristics, legal limitations and utility locations for
the site ofthe Project, and a legal description ofthe site.

Such action by the Owner and amounts charged to the Contractor are both subject to prior approval ofthe
Architect. If payments then or thereafter due the Contractor are not sufficient to cover such amounts, the Contractor
shall pay the difference to the Owner.

The Contractor shall designate in witing a representative who shall have
express authority to bind the Contractor with respect to all matters under this Contract. The term "Contractor" means

the Contractor or the Contractor's authorized representative,

$ 3.1.2 The Contractor shall perform the Work in accordance with the Contract Documents.

$ 3,1.3 The Contractor shall not be relieved of obligations to perform the Work in accordance with the Contract
Documents either by activities or duties of the Architect in the Architect's administration of the Contract, or by tests,

inspections or approvals required or perfonned by persons or entities oJher than the Contractor.

$ 3.2 REVTEW OF CONTRACT DOCUMENTS AND FIELD CONDITIONS BY CoNTRACToR

S 3.2.1 Execution of the Contract by the Contractor is a representation that the Contractor has visited the site,
become generally familiar with local conditions under which the Work is to be performed and conelated personal

observations with requirements of the Contract Documents.
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S 3,2,2 Because the Contract Documents are complementary, the Contractor shall, before starting each portion ofthe
Work, carefully study and compare the various Contract Documents relative to that portion of the Work, as well as

the information furnished by the Owner pursuant to Section 2.2.3,shall take field measurements of any existing
conditions related to that portion of the Work, and shall observe any conditions at the site affecting it. These

obligations are for the purpose offacilitating coordination and construction by the Contractor and are not for the
purpose of discovering errors, omissions, or inconsistencíes in the Contract Documents; however, the Contractor
shall promptly report to the Architect any errors, inconsistencies or omissions discovered by or made known to the

Contractor as a request for information in such form as the Architect may require, It is recognized that the

Contractor's review is made in the Contractor's capacity as a contractor and not as a licensed design professional,

unless otherwise specifically provided in the Confract Documents.

S 3,2.3 The Contractor is not required to asceftain that the Contract Documents are in accordance with applicable
laws, statutes, ordinances, codes, rules and regulations, or lawful orders of public authorities, but the Contractor
shall promptly report to the Architect any nonconformity discovered by or made known to the Contractor as a

request for information in such form as the Architect may require,

$ 3.2.4 If the Contractor believes that additional cost or time is involved because of clarifications or instructions the

Architect issues in response to the Contractor's notices or requests for information pursuant to Sections 3.2.2 or

3,2.3, the Contractor shall make Claims as provided in Article 15. If the Contractor fails to perform the obligations
of Sections 3,2.2 or 3.2.3, the Contractor shall pay such costs and damages to the Owner as would have been

avoided if the Contractor had performed such obligations. If the Contractor performs those obligations, the

Contractor shall not be liable to the Owner or Architect for damages resulting from enors, inconsistencies or
omissions in the Contract Documents, for differences between field measurements or conditions and the Contract
Documents, or for nonconformities of the Confract Documents to applicable laws, statutes, ordinances, codes, rules

and regulations, and lawful orders of public authoritíes.

s 3.3 SUPERVIS|ON AND CONSTRUCTION PROCEDURES

$ 3.3.1 The Contractor shall supervise and direct the Work, using the Conhactor's best skill and attention. The

Contractor shall be solely responsible for, and have control over, construction means, methods, techniques,

sequences and procedures and for coordinating all portions of the Work under the Contract, unless the Contract
Documents give other specific instructio¡s concerning these matters. If the Contract Docutnents give specific
instructions concerning construction means, methods, techniques, sequences or procedures, the Contractor shall
evaluate the jobsite safety thereof ando except as stated below, shall be fully and solely responsible for the jobsite

safety of such means, methods, techniques, sequences or procedures. If the Contractor determines that such means,

methods, techniques, sequences or procedures may not be safe, the Contractor shall give timely written notice to the

Owner and Architect and shall not proceed with that portion of the Work without further written instructions from
the Architect. If the Contractor is then instructed to proceed with the required means, methods, techniques,

sequences or procedures without acceptance ofchanges proposed by the Contractor, the Owner shall be solely
responsible for any loss or damage arising solely from those Owner-required means, methods, techniques, sequences

or procedures.

S 3.3.2 The Contractor shall be responsible to the Owner for acts and omissions of the Contractor's employees,

Subcontractors and their agents and employees, and other persons or entities performing portions of the Work for, or
on behalfot the Contractor or any ofits Subcontractors.

S 3.3.3 The Contractor shall be responsible for inspection of portions of Work already performed to determine that

such portions are in proper condition to receive subsequent Work.

$ 3.4 LABOR AND MATERTALS

S 3.4.1 Unless otherwise provided in the Contract Documents, the Contractor shall provide and pay for labor,

materials, equipment, tools, construction equipment and machinery, water, heat, utilities, transportation, and other

facilities and services necessary for proper execution and completion of the Work, whether temporary or permanent

and whether or not incorporated or to be incorporated in the Work,

S 3.4.2 Except in the case of minor changes in the Work authorized by the Architect in accordance with Sections
3,12.8 or 7.4, the Contractor may make substitutions only with the consent of the Owner, after evaluation by the
Architect and in accordance with a Change Order or Construction Change Directive.
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$ 3,4.3 The Contractor shall enforce strict discipline and good order among the Contractor's employees and other
persons carrying out the Work. The Contractor shall not permit employment of unfit persons or persons not properly
skilled in tasks assigned to them.

$ 3.sWARRANTY
The Contractor warants to the Owner and Architect that materials and equipment furnished under the Contract will
be of good quality and new unless the Contract Documents require or permit otherwise. The Contractor further
warrants that the Work will conform to the requirements of the Contract Documents and will be free from defects,

except for those inherent in the qualíty of the Work the Contract Documents require or permit. Work, materials, or
equipment not conforming to these requirements may be considered defective. The Contractor's warranty excludes
remedy for damage or defect caused by abuse, alterations to the Work not executed by the Contractor, improper or
insufficient maintenance, improper operation, or normal wear and tear and normal usage. If required by the
Architect, the Contractor shall fumish satisfactory evidence as to the kind and quality of materials and equipment.

$ 3.6 TAXES
The Contractor shall pay any required consumer, use and similar taxes for the Work provided by the Contractor that

are legally enacted when bids are received or negotiations concluded, whether or not yet effective or merely
scheduled to go into effect. The project is excempt from sales tax.

$ 3.7 PERM|TS, FEES, NoT|CES AND CoMPLTANCE WITH LAWS

$ 3.7.1 Unless otherwise provided in the Contract Documents, the Contractor shall secure the building permit.
There is no cost for City of Seabrook permits. The Contractor shall secure and pay for any other permits, fees,

licenses, and inspections by government agencies necessary for proper execution and completion of the Work that
are customarily secured after execution of the Contract and legally required at the time bids are received or
negotiations concluded.

$ 3.7.2 The Contractor shall comply with and give notices required by applicable laws, statutes, ordinances, codes,

rules and regulations, and lawfi.ll orders of public authorities applicable to performance of the Work.

S 3.7.3 If the Contractor performs Work knowing it to be contrary to applicable laws, statutes, ordinances, codes,

rules and regulations, or lawful orders of public authorities, the Contractor shall assume appropriate responsibility
for such Work and shall bear the costs athibutable to corection.

S 3.7.4 Concealed or Unknown Conditions. If the Contractor encounters conditions at the site that are (l)
subsurface or otherwise concealed physical conditions that differ materially from those indicated in the Confact
Documents or (2) unknown physical conditions of an unusual nature, that differ materially from those ordinarily
found to exist and generally recognized as inherent in construction activities ofthe character provided for in the
Contract Documents, the Contractor shall promptly provide notice to the Owner and the Architect before conditions
are disturbed and in no event later than 21 days after first observance of the conditions. The Architect will promptly
investigate such conditions and, if the Architect determines that they differ materially and cause an increase or
decrease in the Contractor's cost of, or time required for, performance of any part of the Work, will recommend an

equitable adjustment in the Contract Sum or Contract Time, or both. If the Architect determines that the conditions
at the site are not materially different from those indicated in the Contract Documents and that no change in the
terms of the Contract is justified, the Architect shall promptly noti$ the Owner and Contractor in writing, stating the
reasons. If either party disputes the Architect's determination or recommendation, that party may proceed as

provided in Article 15.

$ 3.7.5 lt in the course of the Work, the Contractor encounters human remains or recognizes the existence of burial
markers, archaeological sites or wetlands not indicated in the Contract Documents, the Contractor shall immediately
suspend any operations that would affect them and shall noti$ the Owner and Architect. Upon receipt of such

notice, the Owner shall promptly take any action necessary to obtain govemmental authorization required to resume

the operations. The Contractor shall continue to suspend such operations until otherwise instructed by the Owner but
shall continue with all other operations that do not affect those remains or features. Requests for adjustments in the
Contract Sum and Contract Time arising from the existence of such remains or features may be made as provided in
Article 15.
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(Paragraphs deleted)

$ 3,9 SUPERTNTENDENT

$ 3.9.1 The Contractor shall employ a competent superintendent and necessary assistants who shall be in attendance
at the Project site during performance of the Work. The superintendent shall represent the Contractor, and
communications given to the superintendent shall be as binding as if given to the Contractor.

$ 3,9,2 The Contractor, as soon as practicable after award of the Conhact, shall furnish in writing to the Owner
through the Architect the name and qualifications of a proposed superintendent. The Architect may reply within l4
days to the Contractor in writing stating (l) whether the Owner or the Architect has reasonable objection to the
proposed superintendent or (2) that the Architect requires additional time to review. Failure of the Architect to reply
within the 14 day period shall constitute notice of no reasonable objection.

$ 3.9.3 The Contractor shall not employ a proposed superintendent to whom the Owner or Architect has made
reasonable and timely objection. The Contractor shall not change the superintendent without the Olrmer's consent,
which shall not unreasonably be withheld or delayed.

$ 3.10 CONTRACTOR'S CONSTRUCTION SCHEDULES

$ 3.10,1 The Contractor, promptly after being awarded the Contract, shall prepare and submit for the Owner's and
Architect's information a Contractor's construction schedule for the Work. The schedule shall not exceed time limits
current under the Contract Documents, shall be revised at appropriate intervals as required by the conditions of the
Work and Project, shall be related to the entire Project to the extent required by the Contract Documents, and shall
provide for expeditious and practicable execution of the Work.

S 3.10.2 The Contractor shall prepare a submittal schedule, promptly after being awarded the Contract and thereafter
as necessary to maintain a current submittal schedule, and shall submit the schedule(s) for the Architect's approval.
The Architect's approval shall not unreasonably be delayed or withheld. The submittal schedule shall (l) be

coordinated with the Contractor's construction schedule, and (2) allow the Architect reasonable time to review
submitøls. If the Contractor fails to submit a submittal schedule, the Contractor shall not be entitled to any increase
in Contract Sum or extension of Contract Time based on the time required for review of submittals.

S 3,10.3 The Contractor shall perform the rWork in general accordance with the most recent schedules submitted to
the Owner and Architect.

$ 3.11 DOCUMENTS AND SAMPLES AT THE S|TE
The Contractor shall maintain at the site for the Owner one copy of the Drawings, Specifications, Addenda, Change
Orders and other Modifications, in good order and marked currently to indicate field changes and selections made
during construction, and one copy of approved Shop Drawings, Product Data, Samples and similar required
submittals. These shall be available to the Architect and shall be delivered to the Architect for submittal to the
Owner upon completion of the Work as a record of the Work as constructed.

s 3.12 SHOP DRAW|NGS, PRODUCT DATA AND SAMPLES

S 3.12.1 Shop Drawings are drawings, diagrams, schedules and other data specially prepared for the Work by the
Contractor or a Subcontractor, Sub-subcontractor, manufacturer, supplier or distributor to illustrate some portion of
the Work.

$ 3.12.2 Product Dalaare illustrations, standard schedules, performance charts, instructions, brochures, diagrams
and other information furnished by the Contractor to illustrate materials or equipment for some portion of the Work.

$ 3.12,3 Samples are physical examples that illustrate materials, equipment or workmanship and establish standards
by which the Work will be judged.

$ 3.f 2,4 Shop Drawings, Product Data, Samples and similar submittals are not Contract Documents. Their purpose
is to demonstrate the way by which the Contractor proposes to conform to the information given and the design
concept expressed in the Contract Documents for those portions of the Work for which the Contract Documents
require submittals. Review by the Architect is subject to the limitations of Section 4.2.7.Informational submittals
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upon which the Architect is not expected to take responsive action may be so identified in the Contract Documents.

Submittals that are not required by the Contract Documents may be retumed by the Architect without action.

$ 3,12,5 The Contractor shall review for compliance with the Contract Documents, approve and submit to the
Architect Shop Drawings, Product Data, Samples and similar submittals required by the Contract Documents in

accordance with the submittal schedule approved by the Architect or, in the absence of an approved submittal
schedule, with reasonable promptness and in such sequence as to cause no delay in the Work or in the activities of
the Owner or of separate contractors.

$ 3,12.6 By submitting Shop Drawings, Product Data, Samples and similar submittals, the Contractor represents to
the Owner and Architect that the Contractor has (l) reviewed and approved them, (2) determined and verified
materials, field measurements and field construction criteria related thereto, or will do so and (3) checked and

coordinated the information contained within such submittals with the requirements of the Work and of the Contract
Documents.

$ 3.12.7 The Contractor shall perform no portion of the V/ork for which the Contract Documents require submittal
and review of Shop Drawings, Product Data, Samples or similar submittals until the respective submittal has been

approved by the Architect.

$ 3.12.8 The Work shall be in accordance with approved submittals except that the Contractor shall not be relieved
of responsibility for deviations from requirements of the Contract Documents by the Architect's approval of Shop

Drawings, Product Data, Samples or similar submittals unless the Contractor has specifically informed the Architect
in writing of such deviation at the time of submittal and (1) the Architect has given written approval to the specific
deviation as a minor change in the Work, or (2) a Change Order or Construction Change Directive has been issued

authorizing the deviation. The Contractor shall not be relieved of responsibility for errors or omissions in Shop

Drawings, Product Data, Samples or similar submittals by the Architect's approval thereof.

S 3.12.9 The Contractor shall direct specific attention, in writing or on resubmitted Shop Drawings, Product Data,

Samples or similar submittals, to revisions other than those requested by the Architect on previous submittals. In the

absence of such written notice, the Architect's approval of a resubmission shall not apply to such revisions.

S 3,12.10 The Conhactor shall not be required to provide professional services that constitute the practice of
architecture or engineering unless such services are specifically required by the Contract Documents for a portion of
the Work or urless the Contractor needs to provide such services in order to carry out the Contractor's
responsibilities for construction means, methods, techniques, sequences and procedures. The Contractor shall not be

required to provide professional services in violation ofapplicable law. Ifprofessional design services or
certifications by a design professional related to systems, materials or equipment are specifically required of the
Contractor by the Contract Documents, the Owner and the Architect will specify all performance and design criteria
that such services must satisfr. The Conhactor shall cause such services or certifications to be provided by a
properly licensed design professional, whose signature and seal shall appear on all drawings, calculations,
specifications, certifications, Shop Drawings and other submittals prepared by such professional. Shop Drawings
and other submittals related to the Work designed or certified by such professional, if prepared by others, shall bear

such professional's written approval when submitted to the Architect. The Owner and the Architect shall be entitled
to rely upon the adequacy, accuracy and completeness ofthe services, certifications and approvals performed or
provided by such design professionals, provided the Owner and Architect have specified to the Contractor all
performance and design criteria that such services must satisfu. Pursuant to this Section 3.12.10, the Architect will
review, approve or take other appropriate action on submittals only for the limited purpose of checking for
conformance with information given and the design concept expressed in the Contract Documents. The Conhactor
shall not be responsible for the adequacy of the performance and design criteria specified in the Contract
Documents.

s 3.13 USE OF S|TE
The Contractor shall confine operations at the site to areas permitted by applicable laws, statutes, ordinances, codes,

rules and regulations, and lawful orders of public authorities and the Contract Documents and shall not unreasonably

encumber the site with materials or equipment.

$ 3.f 4.1 The Contractor shall be responsible for cutting, fitting or patching required to complete the Work or to
make its parts fit together properly. All areas requiring cutting, fitting and patching shall be restored to the condition

existing prior to the cutting, fitting and patching, unless otherwise required by the Contract Documents.

$ 3.14.2 The Contractor shall not damage or endanger a portion of the Work or fully or partially completed

construction ofthe Owner or separate contractors by cutting, patching or otherwise altering such construction, or by

excavation. The Contractor shall not cut or otherwise alter such conskuction by the Owner or a separate contractor

except with written consent ofthe Owner and ofsuch separate contractor; such consent shall not be unreasonably

withheld. The Contractor shall not unreasonably withhold ÍÌom the Owner or a separate contractor the Contractor's

consent to cutting or otherwise altering the Work.

$ 3.r5 CLEANTNG UP

$ 3.15.1 The Contractor shall keep the premises and surroundtngarea free from accumulation of waste materials or
rubbish caused by operations under the Conhact. At completion of the Work, the Contractor shall remove waste

materials, rubbish, the Contractor's tools, construction equipment, machinery and surplus materials from and about

the Project.

$ 3.15.2 If the Contractor fails to clean up as provided in the Conhact Documents, the Owner may do so and Owner
shall be entitled to reimbursement from the Conkactor.

s 3.T6ACCESS TO WORK
The Contractor shall provide the Owner and Architect access to the Work in preparation and progress wherever

located.

$ 3.17 ROYALTIES, PATENTS AND COPYRIGHTS

The Contractor shall pay allroyalties and license fees. The Contractor shall defend suits or claims for infringement

of copyrights and patent rights and shall hold the Owner and Architect harmless ÍÌom loss on account thereof, but

shall not be responsible for such defense or loss when a particular design, process or product ofa particular

manufacturer or manufacturers is required by the Contract Documents, or where the copyright violations are

contained in Drawings, Specifications or other documents prepared by the Owner or Architect. However, ifthe
Contractor has reason to believe that the required design, process or product is an infringement ofa copyright or a
patent, the Contractor shall be responsible for such loss unless such information is promptly furnished to the

Architect.

$ 3.18 TNDEMN¡FTCATTON

$ 3.1S.f To the fullest extent permitted by law the Contractor shall indemni$ and hold harmless the Owner,
Architect, Architect's consultants, and agents and employees of any of them from and against claims, damages,

losses and expenses, including but not limited to attomeys' fees, arising out of or resulting from performance of the

Vy'ork, provided that such claim, damage, loss or expense is athibutable to bodily injury, sickness, disease or death,

or to injury to or destruction of tangible property (other than the Work itself), but only to the extent caused by the

negligent acts or omissions of the Contractor, a Subcontractor, anyone directly or indirectly employed by them or

anyone for whose acts they may be liable, regardless of whether or not such claim, damage, loss or expense is

caused in part by a party indemnified hereunder.

S 3,f S,2 In claims against any person or entity indemnified under this Section 3.18 by an employee of the

Contractor, a Subcontractor, anyone directly or indirectly employed by them or anyone for whose acts they may be

liable, the indemnification obligation under Section 3.18.1 shall not be limited by a limitation on amount or type of
damages, compensation or benefits payable by or for the Contractor or a Subcontractor under workers'

compensation acts, disability benefit acts or other employee benefit acts.
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ARTICLE 4 ARCHITECT

s 4.1 GENERAL

S 4.1.1 The Owner shall retain an architect lawfully licensed to practice architecture or an entity lawfully practicing
architecture in the jurisdiction where the Project is located. That person or entity is identified as the Architect in the

Agreement and is referred to throughout the Conhact Documents as if singular in number.

S 4.1.2 Duties, responsibilities and limitations of authority of the Architect as set forth in the Conhact Documents

shall not be restricted, modified or extended without written consent of the Owner, Contractor and Architect.
Consent shall not be unreasonably withheld.

$ 4.1,3 If the employment of the Architect is terminated, the Owner shall employ a successor architect as to whom
the Contractor has no reasonable objection and whose status under the Contract Documents shall be that of the
Architect.

$ 4,2 ADMTNTSTRATION OF THE CONTRACT

$ 4,2,1 The Architect will provide administration of the Contract as described in the Contract Documents and will be

an Owneros representative during construction until the date the Architect issues the final Certificate for Pa¡rment.

The Architect will have authority to act on behalf of the Owner only to the extent provided in the Contract
Documents.

S 4.2.2 The Architect will visit the site at intervals appropriate to the stage of construction, or as otherwise agreed

with the Owner, to become generally familiar with the progress and quality of the portion of the Work completed,

and to determine in general if the Work observed is being performed in a manner indicating that the Work, when

fully completed, will be in accordance with the Contract Documents. However, the Architect will not be required to
make exhaustive or continuous on-site inspections to check the quality or quantity of the Work. The Architect will
not have control over, charge of, or responsibility for, the construction means, methods, techniques, sequences or
procedures, or for the safety precautions and programs in connection with the Work, since these are solely the

Contractor's rights and responsibilities under the Contract Documents, except as provided in Section 3.3.1.

$ 4.2.3 On the basis of the site visits, the Architect will keep the Owner reasonably informed about the progress and

quality of the portion of the Work completed, and report to the Owner (1) known deviations from the Contract
Documents and from the most recent construction schedule submitted by the Contractor, and (2) defects and

deficiencies observed in the Work. The Architect will not be responsible for the Contractor's failure to perform the

V/ork in accordance with the requirements of the Contract Documents. The Architect will not have control over or

charge of and will not be responsible for acts or omissions of the Contractor, Subconhactors, or their agents or
employees, or any other persons or entities performing portions of the Work.

$ 4,2.4COMMUN|CATIONS FACILITATING CoNTRACT ADMINISTRATION

Except as otherwise provided in the Contract Documents or when direct communications have been specially
authorized, the Ovrmer and Contractor shall endeavor to communicate with each other through the Architect about

matters arising out of or relating to the Contract. Communications by and with the Architect's consultants shall be

through the Architect. Communications by and with Subcontractors and material suppliers shall be through the

Contractor. Communications by and with separate contractors shall be through the Owner.

$ 4.2,5 Based on the Architect's evaluations of the Contractor's Applications for Payment, the Architect will review
and certi$ the amounts due the Contractor and will issue Certificates for Paynent in such amounts.

S 4.2.6 The Architect has authority to reject V/ork that does not conform to the Contract Documents. \Vhenever the

Architect considers it necessary or advisable, the Architect will have authority to require inspection or testing of the
Work in accordance with Sections 13.5.2 and 13.5.3, whether or not such Work is fabricated, installed or completed.

However, neither this authority of the Architect nor a decision made in good faith either to exercise or not to
exercise such authority shall give rise to a duty or responsibility ofthe Architect to the Contractor, Subcontractors,

material and equipment suppliers, their agents or employees, or other persons or entities performing portions of the

Work.

S 4.2.7 The Architect will review and approve, or take other appropriate action upon, the Contractor's submittals
such as Shop Drawings, Product Data and Samples, but only for the limited purpose of checking for conformance

taken in accordance with the submittal schedule approved by the Architect or, in the absence of an approved
submittal schedule, with reasonable promptness while allowing sufficient time in the Architect's professional
judgment to permit adequate review. Review of such submittals is not conducted for the purpose of determining the
accuracy and completeness of other details such as dimensions and quantities, or for substantiating instructions for
installation or performance of equipment or systems, all of which remain the responsibility of the Contractor as

required by the Contract Documents. The Architect's review of the Contractor's submittals shall not relieve the
Contractor ofthe obligations under Sections 3.3,3.5 and3.12. The Architect's review shall not constitute approval

of safety precautions or, unless otherwise specifically stated by the Architect, of any construction means, methods,

techniques, sequences or procedures. The Architect's approval ofa specific item shall not indicate approval ofan
assembly of which the item is a component.

$ 4.2.8 The Architect will prepare Change Orders and Construction Change Directives, and may authorize minor
changes in the Work as provided in Section 7 .4. The Architect will investigate and make determinations and
recommendations regarding concealed and unknown conditions as provided in Section 3.7.4.

$ 4.2.9 The Architect will conduct inspections to determine the date or dates of Substantial Completion and the date

of final completion; issue Certificates of Substantial Completion pursuant to Section 9.8; receive and forward to the
Owner, for the Owner's review and records, written warranties and related documents required by the Contract and
assembled by the Contractor pursuant to Section 9. 10; and issue a final Certificate for Payment pursuant to Section
9.1 0.

$ 4.2,10 If the Owner and Architect agree, the Architect will provide one or more project representatives to assist in
carrying out the Architect's responsibilities at the site. The duties, responsibilities and limitations of authority of
such project representatives shall be as set forth in an exhibit to be incorporated in the Contract Documents.

$ 4.2,11 The Architect will interpret and decide matters concerning performance under, and requirements of, the
Contract Documents on written request of either the Owner or Contractor. The Architect's response to such requests

will be made in writing within any time limits agreed upon or otherwise with reasonable promptness.

S 4.2.12 Interpretations and decisions of the Architect will be consistent with the intent of, and reasonably inferable
from, the Contract Documents and will be in writing or in the form of drawings. When making such interpretations
and decisions, the Architect will endeavor to secure faithful performance by both Owner and Contractor, will not
show partiality to either and will not be liable for results of interpretations or decisions rendered in good faith.

$ 4.2.13 The Architect's decisions on matters relating to aesthetic effect will be final if consistent with the intent
expressed in the Contract Documents.

S 4.2.14 The Architect will review and respond to requests for information about the Contract Documents. The
Architect's response to such requests will be made in writing within any time limits agreed upon or otherwise with
reasonable promptness. If appropriate, the Architect will prepare and issue supplemental Drawings and

Specifications in response to the requests for information.

ARTICLEs SUBCONTRACTORS

$ 5.1 DEFTNTTTONS

S 5.1.1 A Subcontractor is a person or entity who has a direct contract with the Contractor to perform a portion of
the Work at the site. The term "subcontractor" is referred to throughout the Contract Documents as if singular in
number and means a Subcontractor or an authorized representative ofthe Subcontractor. The term "Subconhactor"
does not include a separate contractor or subcontractors of a separate contractor.

$ 5.1.2 A Sub-subcontractor is a person or entity who has a direct or indirect contract with a Subcontractor to
perform a portion of the Work at the site. The term "Sub-subcontractor" is referred to throughout the Contract
Documents as if singular in number and means a Sub-subcontractor or an authorized representative of the
Sub-subcontractor.
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s 5.2AWARD OF SUBCONTRACTS AND OTHER CONTRACTS FOR PoRTToNS OF THE WORK

S 5.2,1 Unless otherwise stated in the Contract Documents or the bidding requirements, the Contractor, as soon as

practicable after award of the Contract, shall furnish in writing to the Owner through the Architect the names of
persons or entities (including those who are to fumish materials or equipment fabricated to a special design)
proposed for each principal portion of the V/ork. The Architect may reply within 14 days to the Contractor in
writing stating (l) whether the Owner or the Architect has reasonable objection to any such proposed person or
entity or (2) that the Architect requires additional time for review. Failure of the Orurer or Architect to reply within
the 14-day period shall constitute notice ofno reasonable objection.

$ 5,2,2 The Contractor shall not contract with a proposed person or entity to whom the Owner or Architect has made
reasonable and timely objection. The Contractor shall not be required to contract with anyone to whom the
Contractor has made reasonable objection.

$ 5.2.3 If the Owner or Architect has reasonable objection to a person or entity proposed by the Conhactor, the
Contractor shall propose another to whom the Owner or Architect has no reasonable objection. Ifthe proposed but
rejected Subcontractor was reasonably capable of performing the Work, the Contract Sum and Contract Time shall
be increased or decreased by the difference, ifany, occasioned by such change, and an appropriate Change Order
shall be issued before commencement of the substitute Subcontractor's Work. However, no increase in the Conhact
Sum or Contract Time shall be allowed for such change unless the Contractor has acted promptly and responsively
in submitting names as required.

$ 5.2.4 The Contractor shall not substitute a Subconhactor, person or entity previously selected if the Owner or
Architect makes reasonable objection to such substitution.

$ 5.3 SUBCoNTRACTUAL RELATTONS

By appropriate agreement, written where legally required for validity, the Contractor shall require each

Subcontractor, to the extent of the Work to be performed by the Subcontractor, to be bound to the Contractor by
terms of the Contract Documents, and to assume toward the Contractor all the obligations and responsibilities,
including the responsibility for safety of the Subconhactor's Work, which the Contractor, by these Documents,
assumes toward the Owner and Architect. Each subcontract agreement shall preserve and protect the rights of the
Owner and Architect under the Contract Documents with respect to the Work to be performed by the Subcontractor
so that subcontracting thereofwill not prejudice such rights, and shall allow to the Subcontractor, unless specifically
provided otherwise in the subcontract agreement, the benefit of all rights, remedies and redress against the
Contractor that the Contractor, by the Conhact Documents, has against the Owner. Where appropriate, the
Contractor shall require each Subcontractor to enter into similar agreements with Sub-subcontractors. The
Contractor shall make available to each proposed Subcontractor, prior to the execution ofthe subcontract agreement,
copies of the Contract Documents to which the Subcontractor will be bound, and, upon wriffen request of the
Subcontractor, identi$ to the Subcontractor terms and conditions of the proposed subcontract agreement that may
be at variance with the Contract Documents. Subcontractors will similarly make copies of applicable portions of
such documents available to their respective proposed Sub-subcontractors.

$ 5.4 CONTTNGENT ASSTGNMENT OF SUBCONTRACTS

S 5.4.f Each subcontract agreement for a portion of the Work is assigned by the Contractor to the Owner, provided
that

.1 assignment is eflective only after termination of the Contract by the Owner for cause pursuant to
Section 14.2 and only for those subcontract agreements that the Ov*'ner accepts by notifying the
Subcontractor and Contractor in writing; and

.2 assignment is subject to the prior rights of the surety, if any, obligated under bond relating to the
Contract.

When the Owner accepts the assignment of a subcontract agreement, the Owner assumes the Contractor's rights and

obligations under the subcontract.

$ 5.4,2 Upon such assignment, if the Work has been suspended for more than 30 days, the Subconhactor's
compensation shall be equitably adjusted for increases in cost resulting from the suspension.

$ 5.4.3 Upon such assignment to the Owner under this Section 5.4,the Owner may further assign the subcontract to
a successor contractor or other entity. Ifthe Owner assigns the subcontract to a successor contractor or other entity,
the Owner shall nevertheless remain legally responsible for all of the successor contractor's obligations under the

subcontract.

ARTICLE 6 CONSTRUCTION BY OWNER OR BY SEPARATE CONTRACTORS

s 6.f owNER,s RtcHT T0 PERFORM CONSTRUCTTON AND T0 AWARD SEPARATE CONTRACTS

S 6.1.1 The Owner reserves the right to perform construction or operations related to the Project with the Owner's
oln forces, and to award separate contracts in connection with other portions ofthe Project or other construction or

operations on the site under Conditions of the Contract identical or substantially similar to these including those

portions related to insurance and waiver of subrogation. If the Contractor claims that delay or additional cost is

involved because of such action by the Owner, the Contractor shall make such Claim as provided in Article 15.

S 6.f ,2 When separate contracts are awarded for different portions of the Project or other construction or operations

on the site, the term "Conhactor" in the Contract Documents in each case shall mean the Contractor who executes

each separate Owner-Contractor Agreement.

$ 6.1.3 The Owner shall provide for coordination of the activities of the Oumer's o\ryn forces and of each separate

contractor with the Work of the Contractor, who shall cooperate with them. The Conhactor shall participate with
other separate contractors and the Owner in reviewing their construction schedules. The Contractor shall make any

revisions to the construction schedule deemed necessary after a joint review and mutual agreement. The construction
schedules shall then constitute the schedules to be used by the Contractor, separate contractors and the Owner until
subsequently revised.

$ 6.1.4 Unless otherwise provided in the Contract Documents, when the Owner performs construction or operatíons

related to the Project with the Owner's own forces, the Owner shall be deemed to be subject to the same obligations
and to have the same rights that apply to the Contractor under the Conditions of the Contract, including, without
excluding others, those stated in Article 3, this Article 6 and Articles 10, l1 and 12.

$ 6.2 MUTUAL RESPONS¡B|L¡TY

$ 6.2,f The Contractor shall aflord the Owner and separate contractors reasonable opportunity for introduction and

storage of their materials and equipment and performance of their activities, and shall connect and coordinate the

Contractor's construction and operations with theirs as required by the Contract Documents.

S 6,2.2 If part of the Contractor's Work depends for proper execution or results upon construction or operations by
the Owner or a separate contractor, the Contractor shall, prior to proceeding with that portion of the Work, promptly

report to the Architect apparent discrepancies or defects in such other construction that would render it unsuitable

for such proper execution and results. Failure of the Conhactor so to report shall constitute an acknowledgment that
the Owner's or separate contractor's completed or partially completed construction is fit and proper to receive the
Contractor's \Vork, except as to defects not then reasonably discoverable.

$ 6.2,3 The Contractor shall reimburse the Owner for costs the Owner incurs that are payable to a separate

contractor because of the Contractor's delays, improperly timed activities or defective construction. The Owner shall

be responsible to the Contractor for costs the Contractor incurs because ofa separate contractor's delays, improperly
timed activities, damage to the Work or defective construction.

S 6,2.4 The Contractor shall promptly remedy damage the Contractor wrongfully causes to completed or partially
completed construction or to property of the Owner or separate contractors as provided in Section 10.2.5.

S 6,2.5 The Owner and each separate confractor shall have the same responsibilities for cutting and patching as are

described for the Contractor in Section 3.14.

$ 6.3 OWNER'S R|GHT TO CLEAN UP

If a dispute arises among the Contractor, separate contractors and the Owner as to the responsibility under their
respective contracts for maintaining the premises and surrounding area free from waste materials and rubbish, the

Owner may clean up and the Architect will allocate the cost among those responsible.
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ARTICLE 7 CHANGES IN THE WORK

$ 7.r GENERAL

$ 7,1,1 Changes in the Work may be accomplished after execution of the Contract, and without invalidating the
Contract, by Change Order, Construction Change Directive or order for a minor change in the Work, subject to the
limitations stated in this Article 7 and elsewhere in the Contract Documents.

S 7,1,2 A Change Order shall be based upon agreement among the Owner, Contractor and Architect; a Construction
Change Directive requires agreement by the Owner and Architect and may or may not be agreed to by the
Contractor; an order for a minor change in the Work may be issued by the Architect alone.

$ 7,1.3 Changes in the Work shall be performed under applicable provisions of the Contract Documents, and the
Contractor shall proceed promptly, unless otherwise provided in the Change Order, Construction Change Directive
or order for a minor change in the Work.

$ 7,2 CHANGE ORDERS

$ 7.2.1 A Change Order is a written instrument prepared by the Architect and signed by the Owner, Contractor and

Architect stating their agreement upon all of the following:
.'l The change in the Work;
.2 The amount of the adjustment, if any, in the Contract Sum; and

.3 The extent of the adjustment, if any, in the Contract Time.

s 7.3 CONSTRUCTToN CHANGE DTRECTTVES

$ 7.3.f A Conshuction Change Directive is a written order prepared by the Architect and signed by the Owner and

Architect, directing a change in the Work prior to agreement on adjustment, if any, in the Contract Sum or Contract
Time, or both. The Owner may by Construction Change Directive, without invalidating the Contract, order changes

in the V/ork within the general scope of the Contract consisting of additions, deletions or other revisions, the
Contract Sum and Contract Time being adjusted accordingly.

$ 7.3,2 A Construction Change Directive shall be used in the absence of total agreement on the terms of a Change
Order.

S 7.3.3 If the Construction Change Directive provides for an adjustment to the Contract Sum, the adjustment shall be

based on one of the following methods:
.1 Mutual acceptance of a lump sum properly itemized and supported by sufficient substantiating data to

permit evaluation;
.2 Unit prices stated in the Contract Documents or subsequently agreed upon;
.3 Cost to be determined in a manner agreed upon by the parties and a mutually acceptable fixed or

percentage fee; or
.4 As provided in Section 7.3.7.

S 7.3.4 If unit prices are stated in the Contract Documents or subsequently agreed upon, and if quantities originally
contemplated are materially changed in a proposed Change Order or Construction Change Directive so that
application of such unit prices to quantities of Work proposed will cause substantial inequity to the Owner or
Contractor, the applicable unit prices shall be equitably adjusted.

$ 7.3.5 Upon receipt of a Construction Change Directive, the Contractor shall promptly proceed with the change in
the Work involved and advise the Architect of the Confractor's agreement or disagreement with the method, if any,
provided in the Construction Change Directive for determining the proposed adjustment in the Contract Sum or
Contract Time.

$ 7.3.6 A Construction Change Directive signed by the Contractor indicates the Contractor's agreement therewith,
including adjustment in Contract Sum and Contract Time or the method for determining them. Such agreement shall
be effective immediately and shall be recorded as a Change Order.

S 7.3.7 If the Contractor does not respond promptly or disagrees with the method for adjustment in the Contract
Sum, the Architect shall determine the method and the adjustment on the basis of reasonable expenditures and

savings of those performing the \ù/ork attributable to the change, including, in case of an increase in the Conhact
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Sum, an amount for overhead and profit as set forth in the Agreement, or ifno such amount is set forth in the

Agreement, a reasonable amount. In such case, and also under Section 7.3.3.3, the Contractor shall keep and present,

in such form as the Architect may prescribe, an itemized accounting together with appropriate supporting data.

Unless otherwise provided in the Contract Documents, costs for the purposes of this Section 7.3.7 shall be limited to
the following:

,1 Costs of labor, including social security, old age and unemploynent insurance, fringe benefits

required by agreement or custom, and workers' compensation insurance;

.2 Costs of materials, supplies and equipment, including cost of transpoftation, whether incorporated or

consumed;
.3 Rental costs of machinery and equipment, exclusive of hand tools, whether rented from the

Contractor or others;
.4 Costs of premiums for all bonds and insurance, permit fees, and sales, use or similar taxes related to

the Work; and

.5 Additional costs of supervision and field office personnel directly attributable to the change.

$ 7.3.8 The amount of credit to be allowed by the Contractor to the Owner for a deletion or change that results in a

net decrease in the Contract Sum shall be actual net cost as confirmed by the Architect. When both additions and

credits covering related Work or substitutions are involved in a change, the allowance for overhead and profit shall

be figured on the basis ofnet increase, ifany, with respect to that change.

$ 7.3.9 Pending final determination of the total cost of a Construction Change Directive to the Owner, the Contractor
may request payrnent for Work completed under the Construction Change Directive in Applications for Payment.

The Architect will make an interim determination for purposes of monthly certification for payrnent for those costs

and certify for payment the amount that the Architect determines, in the Architect's professional judgment, to be

reasonably justified. The Architect's interim determination of cost shall adjust the Contract Sum on the same basis

as a Change Order, subject to the right of either party to disagree and assert a Claim in accordance with Article 15.

$ 7.3.f 0 When the Owner and Contractor agree with a determination made by the Architect conceming the

adjustments in the Contract Sum and Contract Time, or otherwise reach agreement upon the adjustments, such

agreement shall be effective immediately and the Architect will prepare a Change Order. Change Orders may be

issued for all or any part of a Conshuction Change Directive.

s 7.4 MTNOR CHANGES lN THE WoRK
The Architect has authority to order minor changes in the Work not involving adjustment in the Contract Sum or

extension of the Contract Time and not inconsistent with the intent of the Contract Documents. Such changes will be

effected by written order signed by the Architect and shall be binding on the Owner and Contractor.

ARTICLE 8 TIME

$ 8.1 DEFTNTTTONS

$ 8,1,1 Unless otherwise provided, Contract Time is the period of time, including authorized adjustments, allotted in

the Conhact Documents for Substantial Completion of the Work.

$ 8.f .2 The date of commencement of the Work is the date established in the Agreement.

$ S.1.3 The date of Substantial Completion is the date certified by the Architect in accordance with Section 9.8.

S S.1.4 The term "day" as used in the Contract Documents shall mean calendar day unless otherwise specifically
defined.

$ 8.2 PROGRESS AND COMPLETIoN

S S.2.1 Time limits stated in the Contract Documents are of the essence of the Contract. By executing the Agreement

the Contractor confirms that the Contract Time is a reasonable period for performing the Work.

$ S.2.2 The Contractor shall not knowingly, except by agreement or instruction of the Owner in writing, prematurely

commence operations on the site or elsewhere prior to the effective date of insurance required by Article 1 1 to be

furnished by the Conhactor and Owner. The date of commencement of the 'Work shall not be changed by the
effective date ofsuch insurance.
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$ S.2.3 The Contractor shall proceed expeditiously with adequate forces and shall achieve Substantial Completion

within the Contract Time.

s s.3 DELAYS AND EXTENSIoNS OF TIME

$ g.3.1 If the Contracto, i, detuyed at any time jn the commencement or progress of-the Work.by an act or n-eglect of

the Owner or Architect, o, of un employåe of either, or of a separate contractor employed by the Owner; or by

changes ordered in the Work; or by iabãr disputes, frr", unuruãl delay in deliveries, unavoidable casualties or other

$ S,3.2 Claims relating to time shall be made in accordance with applicable provisions of Article l5'

$ S.3.3 This Section 8.3 does not preclude recovery ofdamages for delay by either party under other provisions of

the Contract Documents.

ARTICLE 9 PAYMENTS AND COMPLETION

$ 9,1 CONTRACT SUM

The contract sum is stated in the Agreement and, including authorized adjustments, is the total amount payable by

the Owner to the Contractor for performance of the Work under the Contract Documents'

s 9.2 SCHEDULE OF VALUES

Where the Contract is based on a stipulated sum or Guaranteed Maximum Price, the Contractor shall submit to the

Architect, before the first Application for Pa¡iment, a schedule of values allocating the entire Contract Sum to the

various portions of the Wort'and prepared in such form and supported by such data to substantiate its accuracy as

the Architect may require. this scneåute, unless objected to bythe Architect, shall be used as a basis for reviewing

the Contractor's Applications for Payment.

s 9,3 APPLICATIONS FOR PAYMENT

õ g.g.f At least ten days before the date established for each progress payment, the Contractor shall submit to the

Architect an itemized Application for payment prepared in aðcordancè with the schedule of values, if required under

Section 9.2, for comptetiã portions of tnä Work. Such application shall be notarized, if required, and supported by 
-

such data substantiatin; thË Contractor's right to paymeni as the Owner or Architect may require, such as copies of

requisitions from Subcãntractors and material ruppii"rt, and shall reflect retainage if provided for in the Contract

Documents.

S 9.3.1.1 As provided in Section 7.3.9, such applications may include requests for pa¡rrnent on account of changes in

the Work that have U""n prop"rty authorized üy Construction Change Diiectives, or by interim determinations of the

Architect, but not yet included in Change Orders.

$ 9.3.1.2 Applications for payment shall not include requests for payment for portions of the Work for which the

Contractor does not intend to pay a Subcontractor or màterial supplier, unless such Work has been performed by

others whom the Contractor intends to pay.

S g,3.2 Unless otherwise provided in the Contract Documents, payments shall be made on account of materials and

Ëquipment delivered and suitably stored at the site for subsequéni incorporation in the Work' 
^lf 

approved in advance

by the owner, puy."ntrrruy similarly be made for materialsãnd equipment suitably stored off the site at a location

aþeed upon in *riting. puínr*t for Laterials and equipment stored on or off the site shall be conditioned upon

cõmpliance by the Coitractor with procedures satisfactory to the Owner to establish the Owner's title to such

matËrials and equipment or otherwise protect the Owner'i interest, and shall include the costs of applicable

insurance, storage and transportation tà the site for such materials and equipment stored off the site'

$ g.3,3 The Contractor wanants that title to all Work covered by an Applicatiol fo1 Payment will pass to the Owner

no later than the time of payment. The Contractor further warrants tha-t upon submittal of an Application fo-r

pa),rnent all Work for wtrictr Certificates for Payment have_been previously issued and payments received fiom the

Owner shall, to the best of the Contractor's knowledge, information and beliet be free and clear of liens, claims,
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security interests or encumbrances in favor ofthe Contractor, Subcontractors, material suppliers, or other persons or
entities making a claim by reason of having provided labor, materials and equipment relating to the Work.

$ 9.4 CERTTFTCATES FoR PAYMENT

$ 9.4.f The Architect will, within seven days after receipt of the Contractor's Application for Payment, either issue
to the Owner a Certificate for Payment, with a copy to the Contractor, for such amount as the Architect determines
is properly due, or notiô/ the Contractor and Owner in writing of the Architect's reasons for withholding
certification in whole or in part as provided in Section 9.5.1.

$ 9.4.2 The issuance of a Certificate for Payment will constitute a representation by the Architect to the Owner,
based on the Architect's evaluation of the Work and the data comprising the Application for Payment, that, to the
best of the Architect's knowledge, information and belief; the Work has progressed to the point indicated and that
the quality of the Work is in accordance with the Contract Documents. The foregoing representations are subject to
an evaluation of the Work for conformance with the Contract Documents upon Substantial Completion, to results of
subsequent tests and inspections, to correction of minor deviations from the Contract Documents prior to completion
and to specific qualifications expressed by the Architect, The issuance of a Certificate for Payment will further
constitute a representation that the Contractor is entitled to payment in the amount certified. However, the issuance
of a Certificate for Payment will not be a representation that the Architect has (l ) made exhaustive or continuous
on-site inspections to check the quality or quantity of the Work, (2) reviewed construction rlìeans, methods,
techniques, sequences or procedures, (3) reviewed copies ofrequisitions received from Subcontractors and material
suppliers and other data requested by the Owner to substantiate the Contractor's right to payment, or (4) made
examination to ascertain how or for what purpose the Contractor has used money previously paid on account of the
Contract Sum.

$ 9.5 DECIS|oNS TO WTTHHOLD CERT|FICATTON

$ 9.5,f The Architect may withhold a Certificate for Payment in whole or in part, to the extent reasonably necessary
to protect the Owner, if in the Architect's opinion the representations to the Owner required by Section 9.4.2 cannot
be made. If the Architect is unable to certify payment in the amount of the Application, the Architect will notify the
Contractor and Owner as provided in Section 9.4.1 . lf the Contractor and Architect cannot agree on a revised
amount, the Architect will promptly issue a Certificate for Payment for the amount for which the Architect is able to
make such representations to the Owner. The Architect may also withhold a Certificate for Pay,rnent or, because of
subsequently discovered evidence, may nullifo the whole or a part of a Certificate for Payment previously issued, to
such extent as may be necessary in the Architect's opinion to protect the Owner from loss for which the Contractor
is responsible, including loss resulting from acts and omissions described in Section 3.3.2, because of

.1 defective Work not remedied;

.2 third party claims filed or reasonable evidence indicating probable filing of such claims unless
security acceptable to the Owner is provided by the Contractor;

.3 failure of the Contractor to make payments properly to Subcontractors or for labor, materials or
equipment;

,4 reasonable evidence that the Work cannot be completed for the unpaid balance of the Contract Sum;
.5 damage to the Owner or a separate contractor;
.6 reasonable evidence that the Work will not be completed within the Contract Time, and that the

unpaid balance would not be adequate to cover actual or liquidated damages for the anticipated delay;
or

.7 repeated failure to carry out the Work in accordance with the Conhact Documents.

$ 9.5.2 When the above reasons for withholding certification are removed, certification will be made for amounts
previously withheld.

S 9.5.3 If the Architect withholds certification for payment under Section 9.5.1.3, the Owner may, at its sole option,
issue joint checks to the Contractor and to any Subcontractor or material or equipment suppliers to whom the
Contractor failed to make payment for Work properly performed or material or equipment suitably delivered. Ifthe
Owner makes payments by joint check, the Owner shall notifi the Architect and the Architect will reflect such
payment on the next Certificate for Payment.
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$ 9.6 PROGRESS PAYMENTS

S 9.6.1 After the Architect has issued a Certificate for Payment, the Owner shall make payment in the manner and
within the time provided in the Contract Documents, and shall so notifo the Architect,

$ 9.6.2 The Contractor shall pay each Subcontractor no later than seven days after receipt ofpayment from the
Owner the amount to which the Subcontractor is entitled, reflecting percentages actually retained from payments to
the Contractor on account of the Subcontractor's portion of the Work. The Contractor shall, by appropriate
agreement with each Subcontractor, require each Subcontractor to make payments to Sub-subcontractors in a similar
manner.

S 9.6'3 The Architect will, on request, furnish to a Subcontractor, if practicable, information regarding percentages
of completion or amounts applied for by the Contractor and action taken thereon by the Architect and Owner on
account ofportions ofthe rvVork done by such Subcontractor.

$ 9'6.4 The Owner has the right to request written evidence from the Conhactor that the Contractor has properly
paid Subcontractors and material and equipment suppliers amounts paid by the Owner to the Contractor for
subcontracted Work. If the Contractor fails to fumish such evidence within seven days, the Owner shall have the
right to contact Subcontractors to ascertain whether they have been properly paid. Neither the Owner nor Architect
shall have an obligation to pay or to see to the pal,rnent of money to a Subcontractor, except as may otherwise be
required by law.

S 9.6.5 Contractor payments to material and equipment suppliers shall be treated in a manner similar to that
provided in Sections 9.6.2,9.6.3 and9.6.4.

S 9.6.6 A Certificate for Payment, a progress payment, or partial or entire use or occupancy of the Project by the
Owner shall not constitute acceptance of Work not in accordance with the Contract Documents.

S 9'6.7 Unless the Contractor provides the Owner with a payment bond in the full penal sum of the Contract Sum,
payrnents received by the Contractor for Work properly performed by Subcontractors and suppliers shall be held by
the Contractor for those Subcontractors or suppiiers who performed Work or furnished mateiiâls, or both, under
contract with the Conûactor for which payment was made by the Owner. Nothing contained herein shall require
money to be placed in a separate account and not commingled with money of the Contractor, shall create any
fiduciary liability or tort liability on the part ofthe Contractor for breach oftrust or shall entitle any person or entity
to an award of punitive damages against the Contractor for breach of the requirements of this provision.

s 9.7 FATLURE 0F PAYMENT
If the Architect does not issue a Certificate for Pal,rnent, through no fault of the Contractor, within seven days aíter
receipt of the Contractor's Application for Pa¡,ment, or if the Owner does not pay the Contractor within seven days
after the date established in the Contract Documents the amount certified by the Architect or awarded by binding
dispute resolution, then the Contractor may, upon seven additional days' written notice to the Owner and Architect,
stop the Work until payment of the amount owing has been received. The Contract Time shall be extended
appropriately and the Contract Sum shall be increased by the amount ofthe Contractor's reasonable costs of
shut-down, delay and start-up, plus interest as provided for in the Contract Documents.

s 9.8 SUBSTANTTAL CoMPLETTON

S 9'8.1 Substantial Completion is the stage in the progress of the Work when the Work or designated portion thereof
is sufficiently complete in accordance with the Contract Documents so that the Owner can occupy or utilize the
Work for its intended use.

S 9.8.2 When the Conûactor considers that the Work, or a portion thereof which the Owner agrees to accept
separately, is substantially complete, the Contractor shall prepare and submit to the Architect a comprehensive list of
items to be completed or corrected prior to final payment. Failure to include an item on such list does not alter the
responsibility of the Contractor to complete all Work in accordance with the Contract Documents,

$ 9.8'3 Upon receipt of the Contractor's list, the Architect will make an inspection to determine whether the Work or
designated portion thereof is substantially complete. If the Architect's inspection discloses any item, whether or not
included on the Contractor's list, which is not sufficiently complete in accordance with the Contract Documents so
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that the Owner can occupy or utilize the Work or designated portion thereof for its intended use, the Contractor
shall, before issuance of the Certificate of Substantial Completion, complete or correct such item upon notification
by the Architect. In such case, the Contractor shall then submit a request for another inspection by the Architect to
determine Substantial Completion.

S 9.8.4 When the Work or designated portion thereof is substantially complete, the Architect will prepare a
Certificate of Substantial Completion that shallestablísh the date of Substantial Completion, shallestablish
responsibilities of the Owner and Contractor for security, maintenance, heat, utilities, damage to the Work and
insurance, and shall fix the time within which the Contractor shall finish all items on the list accompanying the

Certificate. Warranties required by the Contract Documents shall commence on the date of Substantial Completion
of the Work or designated portion thereof unless otherwise provided in the Certificate of Substantial Completion.

$ 9.8.5 The Certificate of Substantial Completion shall be submitted to the Owner and Contractor for their written
acceptance ofresponsibilities assigned to them in such Certificate. Upon such acceptance and consent ofsurety, if
any, the Owner shall make payment of retainage applying to such Work or designated portion thereof. Such payment

shall be adjusted for Work that is incomplete or not in accordance with the requirements of the Contract Documents.

$ 9,9 PARTTAL oCCUPANCY 0R USE

$ 9,9.1 The Owner may occupy or use any completed or partially completed portion of the Work at any stage when
such portion is designated by separate agreement with the Contractor, provided such occupancy or use is consented
to by the insurer as required under Section I 1.3. L5 and authorized by public authorities having jurisdiction over the
Project. Such partial occupancy or use may commence whether or not the portion is substantially complete, provided
the Owner and Contractor have accepted in writing the responsibilities assigned to each of them for payments,

retainage, if any, security, maintenance, heat, utilities, damage to the Work and insurance, and have agreed in
writing conceming the period for correction of the Work and commencement of warranties required by the Contract
Documents. When the Contractor considers a portion substantially complete, the Contractor shall prepare and
submit a list to the Architect as provided under Section 9.8.2. Consent of the Contractor to partial occupancy or use

shall not be unreasonably withheld. The stage of the progress of the Work shall be determined by written agreement
between the Owner and Contractor or, if no agreement is reached, by decision of the Architect,

$ 9.9.2 Immediately prior to such partial occupancy or use, the Owner, Contractor and Architect shalljointly inspect

the area to be occupied or portion of the Work to be used in order to determine and record the condition of the
Vy'ork.

$ 9.9.3 Unless otherwise agreed upon, paÍial occupancy or use of a portion or portions of the Work shall not
constitute acceptance of Work not complying with the requirements of the Contract Documents.

$ 9.10 F|NAL COMPLET]ON AND F|NAL PAYMENT

S 9.10.1 Upon receipt of the Contractor's written notice that the Work is ready for final inspection and acceptance

and upon receipt of a final Application for Payment, the Architect will promptly make such inspection and, when the
Architect finds the Vy'ork acceptable under the Contract Documents and the Contract fully performed, the Architect
will promptly issue a final Certificate for Payment stating that to the best of the Architect's knowledge, information
and beliefl and on the basis of the Architect's on-site visits and inspections, the Work has been completed in

accordance with terms and conditions of the Contract Documents and that the entire balance found to be due the

Contractor and noted in the final Certificate is due and payable. The Architect's final Certificate for Payment will
constitute a further representation that conditions listed in Section 9,10.2 as precedent to the Contractor's being
entitled to final payment have been fulfilled.

$ 9.10.2 Neither final payment nor any remaining retained percentage shall become due until the Contractor submits
to the Architect (l) an affidavit that payrolls, bills for materials and equipment, and other indebtedness connected

with the Work for which the Owner or the Owner's property might be responsible or encumbered (less amounts
withheld by Owner) have been paid or otherwise satisfied, (2) a certificate evidencing that insurance required by the

Contract Documents to remain in force after final payment is currently in effect and will not be canceled or allowed
to expire until at least 30 days' prior written notice has been given to the Owner, (3) a written statement that the
Contractor knows of no substantial reason that the insurance will not be renewable to cover the period required by
the Contract Documents, (4) consent of surety, if any, to final pa¡,ment and (5), if required by the Owner, other data

establishing payment or satisfaction of obligations, such as receipts, releases and waivers of liens, claims, security
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interests or encumbrances arising out of the Contract, to the extent and in such form as may be designated by the
Owner. If a Subcontractor refrrses to furnish a release or waiver required by the Owner, the Contractor mây furnish a

bond satisfactory to the Owner to indemnifo the Owner against such lien. If such lien remains unsatisfied after
pa),rnents are made, the Contractor shall refund to the Owner all money that the Owner may be compelled to pay in
discharging such lien, including all costs and reasonable attorneys' fees.

$ 9.10.3It after SubstantialCompletion ofthe Work, finalcompletion thereof is materially delayed through no fault
of the Contractor or by issuance of Change Orders affecting final completion, and the Architect so confirms, the
Owner shall, upon application by the Contractor and certification by the Architect, and without terminating the
Contract, make payment of the balance due for that portion of the Work fully completed and accepted. If the
remaining balance for Work not fully completed or corrected is less than retainage stipulated in the Contract
Documents, and if bonds have been fumished, the written consent of surety to payrent of the balance due for that
portion of the Work fi.rlly completed and accepted shall be submitted by the Contractor to the Architect prior to
certification of such payment. Such payment shall be made under terms and conditions governing final payment,

except that it shall not constitute a waiver of claims,

S 9.10,4 The making of final payment shall constitute a waiver of Claims by the Owner except those arising from
.1 liens, Claims, security interests or encumbrances arising out of the Contract and unsettled;
,2 failure of the Work to comply with the requirements of the Contract Documents; or
.3 terms of special warranties required by the Contract Documents.

S 9.10.5 Acceptance of final payment by the Contractor, a Subcontractor or material supplier shall constitute a
waiver of claims by that payee except those previously made in writing and identified by that payee as unsettled at

the time of final Application for Payment.

ARTICLE 10 PROTECTION OF PERSONS AND PROPERTY

s l0.l SAFETY PRECAUTTONS AND PROGRAMS
The Contractor shall be responsible for initiating, maintaining and supervising all safety precautions and programs

in connection with the performance of the Contract,

s 10,2 SAFETY OF PERSONS AND PROPERTY

S 10.2.1 The Contractor shall take reasonable precautions for safety of and shall provide reasonable protection to
prevent damage, injury or loss to

.1 employees on the Work and other persons who may be affected thereby;

.2 the Work and materials and equipment to be incorporated therein, whether in storage on or offthe
site, under care, custody or control ofthe Contractor or the Contractor's Subcontractors or
Sub-subcontractors; and

.3 other property at the site or adjacent thereto, such as trees, shrubs, lawns, walks, pavements,
roadways, struçtures and utilities not designated for removal, relocation or replacement in the course
of construction.

$ 10.2,2 The Contractor shall comply with and give notices required by applicable laws, statutes, ordinances, codes,

rules and regulations, and lawful orders of public authorities bearing on safety of persons or property or their
protection from damage, injury or loss.

$ 10.2.3 The Contractor shall erect and maintain, as required by existing conditions and performance of the Contract,
reasonable safeguards for safety and protection, including posting danger signs and other warnings against hazards,
promulgating safety regulations and notifring owners and users of adjacent sites and utilities.

$ 10.2.4 When use or storage of explosives or other hazardous materials or equipment or unusual methods are

necessary for execution of the Work, the Contractor shall exercise utmost care and carry on such activities under
supervision of properly qualifi ed personnel,

$ 10.2.5 The Confractor shall promptly remedy damage and loss (other than damage or loss insured under property
insurance required by the Contract Documents) to property referred to in Sections 10.2.1.2 and 10.2.1.3 caused in
whole or in part by the Contractor, a Subcontractor, a Sub-subcontractor, or anyone directly or indirectly employed
by any of them, or by anyone for whose acts they may be liable and for which the Contractor is responsible under
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Sections 10.2.1.2 and 10.2.1.3, except damage or loss attributable to acts or omissions of the Owner or Architect or
anyone directly or indirectly employed by either of them, or by anyone for whose acts either of them may be liable,
and not attributable to the fault or negligence of the Contractor, The foregoing obligations of the Contractor are in
addition to the Contractor's obligations under Section 3.18.

$ 10,2.6 The Contractor shall designate a responsible member of the Contractor's organization at the site whose duty
shall be the prevention of accidents. This person shall be the Contractor's superintendent unless otherwise
designated by the Contractor in writing to the Owner and Architect,

$ 10.2,7 The Contractor shall not permit any paft of the construction or site to be loaded so as to cause damage or
create an unsafe condition.

$ 10.2,8|NJURY 0R DAMAGE TO PERSoN 0R PROPERTY
If either party suffers injury or damage to person or property because of an act or omission of the other party, or of
others for whose acts such party is legally responsible, written notice of such injury or damage, whether or not
insured, shall be given to the other party within a reasonable time not exceeding 2l days after discovery. The notice
shall provide sufficient detail to enable the other party to investigate the matter.

$ 10.3 HAZARDOUS MATERTALS

S 10,3.1 The Contractor is responsible for compliance with any requirements included in the Contract Documents
regarding hazardous materials. Ifthe Contractor encounters a hazardous material or substance not addressed in the
Contract Documents and if reasonable precautions will be inadequate to prevent foreseeable bodily injury or death
to persons resulting Íiom a material or substance, including but not limited to asbestos or polychlorinated biphenyl
(PCB), encountered on the site by the Contractor, the Contractor shall, upon recognizing the condition, immediately
stop Work in the affected area and report the condition to the Owner and Architect in writing.

$ 10,3.2 Upon receipt of the Contractor's written notice, the Owner shall obtain the services of a licensed laboratory
to verifu the presence or absence ofthe material or substance reported by the Contractor and, in the event such
material or substance is found to be present, to cause it to be rendered harmless. Unless otherwise required by the
Contract Documents, the Owner shall furnish in writing to the Contractor and Architect the names and qualifications
ofpersons or entities who are to perform tests veri$ing the presence or absence ofsuch material or substance or
who are to perform the task of removal or safe containment of such material or substance. The Contractor and the
Architect will promptly reply to the Owner in writing stating whether or not either has reasonable objection to the
persons or entities proposed by the Owner. If either the Contractor or Architect has an objection to a person or entity
proposed by the Owner, the Owner shall propose another to whom the Contractor and the Architect have no
reasonable objection. When the material or substance has been rendered harmless, Work in the affected area shall
resume upon written agreement of the Owner and Contractor. By Change Order, the Conhact Time shall be
extended appropriately and the Contract Sum shall be increased in the amount ofthe Contractor's reasonable
additional costs of shut-down, delay and start-up.

$ 10.3.3 To the fullest extent permitted by law, the Owner shall indemni$, and hold harmless the Contractor,
Subcontractors, Architect, Architect's consultants and agents and employees of any of them from and against
claims, damages, losses and expenses, including but not limited to attorneys' fees, arising out of or resulting from
performance of the Work in the affected area if in fact the material or substance presents the risk of bodily injury or
death as described in Section 10.3.1 and has not been rendered harmless, provided that such claim, damage, loss or
expense is attributable to bodily injury, sickness, disease or death, or to injury to or destruction oftangible property
(other than the Work itself), except to the extent that such damage, loss or expense is due to the fault or negligence
of the party seeking indemnity.

S 10.3,4 The Owner shallnot be responsible under this Section 10.3 for materials or substances the Contractor brings
to the site unless such materials or substances are required by the Contract Documents. The Owner shall be
responsible for materials or substances required by the Contract Documents, except to the extent of the Contractor's
fault or negligence in the use and handling of such materials or substances,

$ 10,3.5 The Contractor shall indemni$r the Owner for the cost and expense the Owner incurs (1) for remediation of
a material or substance the Contractor brings to the site and negligently handles, or (2) where the Contractor fails to
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perform its obligations under Section 10.3.1, except to the extent that the cost and expense are due to the Owner's
fault or negligence.

$ f 0.3,6 Il wíthout negligence on the part of the Contractor, the Conhactor is held liable by a government agency
for the cost of remediation of a hazardous material or substance solely by reason of performing Work as required by
the Contract Documents, the Owner shall, to the extent provided by law, indemniff the Contractor for all cost and

expense thereby incurred.

$ 10,4 EMERGENCTES

In an emergency affecting safety of persons or property, the Contractor shall act, atthe Contractor's discretion, to
prevent threatened damage, injury or loss. Additional compensation or extension of time claimed by the Contractor
on account of an emergency shall be determined as provided in Article l5 and Article 7,

ARTICLE 1I INSURANCE AND BONDS

$ 11,1 CONTRACToR'S LTABTLITY INSURANCE

$ f f ,1,1 The Contractor shall purchase from and maintain in a company or companies lawfully authorized to do
business in the jurisdiction in which the Project is located such insurance as will protect the Contractor from claims
set forth below which may arise out of or result from the Contractor's operations and completed operations under
the Contract and for which the Conhactor may be legally liable, whether such operations be by the Contractor or by
a Subcontractor or by anyone directly or indirectly employed by any of them, or by anyone for whose acts any of
them may be liable:

.'l Claims under workers' compensation, disability benefit and other similar employee benefit acts that
are applicable to the Work to be performed;

,2 Claims for damages because of bodily injury, occupational sickness or disease, or death of the
Contractor's employees;

.3 Claims for damages because of bodily injury, sickness or disease, or death of any person other than
the Contractor's employees;

,4 Claims for damages insured by usual personal injury liability coverage;
,5 Claims for damages, other than to the 'Work itself, because of injury to or destruction of tangible

property, including loss of use resulting therefrom;
,6 Claims for damages because of bodily injury, death of a person or propefty damage arising out of

ownership, maintenance or use of a motor vehicle;
.7 Claims for bodily injury or property damage arising out of completed operations; and

,8 Claims involving contractual liability insurance applicable to the Contractor's obligations under
Section 3.18.

S 1f ,1.2 The insurance required by Section 1l.l.l shall be written for not less than limits of liability specified in the
Contract Documents or required by law, whichever coverage is greater. Coverages, whether written on an

occurrence or claims-made basis, shall be maintained without interruption from the date of commencement of the
Work until the date of final payment and termination of any coverage required to be maintained after final payment,

and, with respect to the Contractor's completed operations coverage, until the expiration of the period for correction
of Work or for such other period for maintenance of completed operations coverage as specified in the Contract
Documents.

$ 11.1.3 Certificates of insurance acceptable to the Owner shall be filed with the Owner prior to commencement of
the Work and thereafter upon renewal or replacement of each required policy of insurance. These certificates and the
insurance policies required by this Section 1 l. I shall contain a provision that coverages afforded under the policies
will not be canceled or allowed to expire until at least 30 days' prior written notice has been given to the Owner. An
additional certificate evidencing continuation of liability coverage, including coverage for completed operations,
shall be submitted with the final Application for Payment as required by Section 9.10.2 and thereafter upon renewal

or replacement of such coverage until the expiration of the time required by Section ll.l.2.Information conceming
reduction of coverage on account of revised limits or claims paid under the General Aggregate, or both, shall be

fumished by the Contractor with reasonable promptness.

$ f 1,1,4 The Contractor shall cause the commercial liability coverage required by the Contract Documents to
include (l) the Owner, the Architect and the Architect's consultants as additional insureds for claims caused in
whole or in part by the Contractor's negligent acts or omissions during the Contractor's operations; and (2) the
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Owner as an additional insured for claims caused in whole or in parl by the Contractor's negligent acts or omissions
during the Contractor's completed operations.

$ 11.2 OWNER'S LtABtLtTY TNSURANCE

The Owner shall be responsible for purchasing and maintaining the Owner's usual liability insurance.

$ 11.3 PROPERTY TNSURANCE

$ 1f .3,1 Unless otherwise provided, the Contractor shall purchase and maintain, in a company or companies
lawfully authorized to do business in the jurisdiction in which the Project is located, property insurance written on a
builder's risk "all-risk" or equivalent policy form in the amount of the initial Contract Sum, plus value of subsequent

Contract Modifications and cost of materials supplied or installed by others, comprising total value for the entire
Project at the site on a replacement cost basis without optional deductibles. Such property insurance shall be

maintained, unless otherwise provided in the Contract Documents or otherwise agreed in writing by all persons and
entities who are beneficiaries of such insurance, until final payment has been made as provided in Section 9. l0 or
until no person or entity other than the Owner has an insurable interest in the property required by this Section I 1.3

to be covered, whichever is later. This insurance shall include interests of the Owner, the Contractor, Subcontractors
and Sub-subcontractors in the Project.

$ 11.3,1.1 Property insurance shall be on an "all-risk" or equivalent policy form and shall include, without limitation,
insurance against the perils of fire (with extended coverage) and physical loss or damage including, without
duplication of coverage, theft, vandalism, malicious mischiet collapse, earthquake, flood, windstorm, falsework,
testing and startup, temporary buildings and debris removal including demolition occasioned by enforcement of any
applicable legal requirements, and shall cover reasonable compensation for Architect's and Contractor's services
and expenses required as a result ofsuch insured loss,

(Paragraph deleted)

$ I f .3,1 ,3 If the property insurance requires deductibles, the Owner shall pay costs not covered because of such
deductibles,

$ 11.3,1,4 This property insurance shall cover portions of the Work stored off the site, and also portions of the Work
in transit.

$ f 1,3,1.5 Partial occupancy or use in accordance with Section 9.9 shall not commence until the insurance company
or companies providing property insurance have consented to such partial occupancy or use by endorsement or
otherwise. The Owner and the Contractor shall take reasonable steps to obtain consent of the insurance company or
companies and shall, without mutual written consent, take no action with respect to partial occupancy or use that
would cause cancellation, lapse or reduction ofinsurance.

(Paragraphs deleted)

$ 11.3,7WA|VERS OF SUBRoGATToN
The Owner and Conhactor waive all rights against (l) each other and any of their subcontractors,
sub-subcontractors, agents and employees, each ofthe other, and (2) the Architect, Architect's consultants, separate

contractors described in Article 6, ifany, and any oftheir subcontractors, sub-subcontractors, agents and employees,
for damages caused by fire or other causes ofloss to the extent covered by property insurance obtained pursuant to
this Section I 1,3 or other property insurance applicable to the Work, except such rights as they have to proceeds of
such insurance held by the Owner as fiduciary. The Owner or Confractor, as appropriate, shall require of the
Architect, Architect's consultants, separate confactors described in Article 6, ifany, and the subcontractors,
sub-subcontractorso agents and employees of any of them, by appropriate agreements, written where legally required
for validity, similar waivers each in favor of other parties enumerated herein. The policies shall provide such

waivers of subrogation by endorsement or otherwise. A waiver of subrogation shall be effective as to a person or
entity even though that person or entity would otherwise have a duty of indemnification, contractual or otherwise,
did not pay the insurance premium directly or indirectly, and whether or not the person or entity had an insurable
interest in the property damaged.
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S 11,3,8 A loss insured under the Owner's property ínsurance shall be adjusted by the Owner as fiduciary and made
payable to the Owner as fiduciary for the insureds, as their interests may appear, subject to requirements of any
applicable mortgagee clause and ofSection I 1,3.10. The Contractor shall pay Subcontractors theirjust shares of
insurance proceeds received by the Contractor, and by appropriate agreements, written where legally required for
validity, shall require Subcontractors to make payments to theír Sub-subcontractors in similar manner,

$ 11.3.9 If required in writing by a party in interest, the Owner as fiduciary shall, upon occurrence of an insured loss,
give bond for proper performance of the Owner's duties. The cost of required bonds shall be charged against
proceeds received as fiduciary. The Owner shall deposit in a separate account proceeds so received, which the
Owner shall distribute in accordance with such agreement as the parties in interest may reach, or as determined in
accordance with the method of binding dispute resolution selected in the Agreement between the Owner and

Contractor, If after such loss no other special agreement is made and unless the Owner terminates the Contract for
convenience, replacement of damaged property shall be performed by the Contractor after notification of a Change
in the Work in accordance with Article 7.

$ 11,3.10 The Owner as fiduciary shallhave power to adjust and settle a loss with insurers unless one of the parties

in interest shall object in writing within five days after occurrence of loss to the Owner's exercise of this power; if
such objection is made, the dispute shall be resolved in the manner selected by the Owner and Contractor as the
method of binding dispute resolution in the Agreement. If the Owner and Contractor have selected arbitration as the
method of binding dispute resolution, the Owner as fiduciary shall make settlement with insurers or, in the case of a
dispute over distribution ofinsurance proceeds, in accordance with the directions ofthe arbitrators.

$ IT,4PERFORMANCE BOND AND PAYMENT BoND

$ 11,4.1 The Contractor shall furnish bonds covering faithfulperformance of the Contract and payment of
obligations arising thereunder as stipulated in bidding requirements or specifically required in the Contract
Documents on the date of execution of the Contract.

S 11.4.2 Upon the request ofany person or entity appearing to be a potential beneficiary ofbonds covering payment

of obligations arising under the Contract, the Contractor shall promptly furnish a copy of the bonds or shall
authorize a copy to be furnished.

ARTICLE 12 UNCOVERING AND CORRECTION OF WORK

s 12.1 UNCOVERTNG OF WORK

S 12.1.1 If a portion of the 'Work is covered contrary to the Architect's request or to requirements specifically
expressed in the Contract Documents, it must, if requested in writing by the Architect, be uncovered for the
Architect's examination and be replaced at the Contractor's expense without change in the Contract Time.

S 12.1.2 If a portion of the Work has been covered that the Architect has not specifically requested to examine prior
to its being covered, the Architect may request to see such Work and it shall be uncovered by the Contractor. If such

Work is in accordance with the Conhact Documents, costs of uncovering and replacement shall, by appropriate
Change Order, be at the Owner's expense. If such Work is not in accordance with the Contract Documents, such

costs and the cost of correction strall be at the Contractor's expense unless the condition was caused by the Owner or
a separate contractor in which event the Owner shall be responsible for payment of such costs.

$ 12.2 CORRECTTON OF WORK

$ 12.2.1 BEFORE OR AFTER SUBSTANTTAL COMPLETIoN
The Contractor shall promptly correct Work rejected by the Architect or failing to conform to the requirements of
the Contract Documents, whether discovered before or after Substantial Completion and whether or not fabricated,
installed or completed, Costs of correcting such rejected Work, including additional testing and inspections, the cost
of uncovering and replacement, and compensation for the Architect's services and expenses made necessary

thereby, shall be at the Contractor's expense.

g 12.2,2AFÍER SUBSTANTIAL COMPLETToN

S 12.2.2.1In addition to the Contractor's obligations under Section 3.5, it within one year after the date of
Substantial Completion of the Work or designated portion thereof or after the date for commencement of warranties

$ r.1,r THE CONTRACT DOCUMENTS
The Contract Documents are enumerated in the Agreement between the Owner and Contractor (hereinafter the
Agreement) and consist of the Agreernent, Conditions of the Contract (General, Supplementary and other
Conditions), Drawings, Specifications, Addenda issued prior to execution of the Contract, other documents listed in
the Agreement and Modifications issued after execution of the Contract, A Modification is (l) a written amendment
to the Contract signed by both parties, (2) a Change Order, (3) a Construction Change Directive or (4) a written
order for a minor change ín the Work issued by the Architect. Unless specifically enumerated in the Agreement, the
Contract Documents do not include the advertisement or invitation to bid, Instructions to Bidders, sample forms,
other information furnished by the Owner in anticipation of receiving bids or proposals, the Contractor's bid or
proposal, or portions of Addenda relating to bidding requirements.

$ 1.1,2THE CONTRACT
The Contract Documents form the Contract for Construction. The Contract represents the entire and integrated
agreement between the parties hereto and supersedes prior negotiations, representations or agreelxents, either written
or oral. The Contract may be amended or modified only by a Modification. The Contract Documents shall not be

construed to create a contractual relationship of any kind (l) between the Contractor and the Architect or the
Architect's consulúants, (2) between the Owner and a Subcontractor or a Sub-subcontractor, (3) between the Owner
and the Architect or the Architect's consultants or (4) between any persons or entities other than the Owner and the
Contractor. The Architect shall, however, be entitled to performance and enforcement of obligations under the
Çontract intended to facilitate performance of the Architect's duties,

$ 1.1,3THE WORK
The term "Work" means the construction and services required by the Contract Documents, whether conpleted or
partially completed, and includes all other labor, materials, equipment and services provided or to be provided by
the Contractor to fulfill the Contractor's obligations, The Work may constitute the whole or a paft of the Project.

$ 1,r,4THE PROJECT
The Project is the total construction of which the Work performed under the Contract Documents may be the whole
or a part and which may include construction by the Owner and by separate contractors,

s 1,1.5THE DRAWTNGS

The Drawings are the graphic and pictorial portions of the Contract Documents showing the desigr, location and

dimensions of the Work, generally including plans, elevations, sections, details, schedules and diagtams,

$ 1,1.6THE SPECTFTCATToNS

The Specifications are that portion of the Contract Documents consisting of the written requirements for materials,
equipment, systems, standards and workmanship for the Work, and performance of related services.

s 1.I,7 |NSTRUMENTS 0F SERVTCE

Instruments of Service are representations, in any medium of expression now known or later developed, of the
tangible and intangible creative work performed by the Architect and the Architect's consultants under their
respective professional services agreements. lnstruments of Service may include, without limitation, studies,
surveys, models, sketches, drawings, specifications, and other similar materials,

$ 1,1,8rNtTtAL DEC|STON MAKER
The Initial Decision Maker is the person identified in the Agreement to render initial decisions on Claims in
accordance with Section 15.2 and aertiû/ ternination of the Agreement under Section 14,2.2,

$ 1.2 CORRELATTON AND TNTENT 0F THE CoNTRACT DOCUMENTS

$ 1.2,1 The intent of the Contract Documents is to include all iterns necessary for the proper execution and
completion sf the Work by the Contractor. The Conhact Documents are complementary, and what is required by
one shall be as binding as if required by all; performance by the Confractor shall be required only to the extent
consistent with the Contract Documents and reasonably inferable from them as being necessary to produce the
indicated results.
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g l,2.2Organization of the Specifications into divisions, sections and artícles, and arangement of Drawings shall
not control the Contractor in dividing the Work among Subcontractors or ín establishing the extent of Work to be

performed by any trade,

$ f .2,3 Unless otherwise stated in the Contract Docurnents, words that have well-known technical or construction
industry meanings are used in the Contract Documents in accordance with such recognized meanings.

$ 1.3 CAP|TAL|ZATTON
Terms capitalized in these General Conditions include those that are ( I ) specifically defined, (2) the titles of
numbered articles or (3) the titles of other documents published by the American Institute of Architects,

$ I.4 TNTERPRETATION

In the interest of brevity the Contract Documents frequently omit modifring words such as "all" and "any" and

articles such as "the" and "an," but the fact that a modifier or an article is absent from one statement and appears in

another is not intended to affect the interpretation of either statement,

$ l,5oWNERSH|P AND USE OF DRAWTNGS, SPEC|F|CAT|oNS AND oTHER ¡NSTRUMENTS 0F SERVICE

$ 1.5,1 The Architect and the Architect's consultants shall be deemed the authors and owners of their respective
Instruments of Service, including the Drawings and Specifications, and will retain all common law, statutory and
other reserved rights, including copyrights. The Contractor, Subcontractors, Sub-subcontractors, and material or

equipment suppliers shall not own or claim a copyright in the Instruments of Service, Submittal or distribution to
meet official regulatory requirements or for other purposes in connection with this Project is not to be construed as

publication in derogation ofthe Architect's or Architect's consultants' reserved rights.

$ 1.5.2 The Contractor, Subcontractors, Sub-subcontractors and material or equipment suppliers are authorized to
use and reproduce the Instruments of Service provided to them solely and exclusively for execution of the Work. All
copies made under this authorization shall bear the copyright notice, if any, shown on the Instrunents of Service.
The Contractor, Subcontractors, Sub-subcontractors, and material or equipment suppliers may not use the
Instruments of Service on ofher projects or for additions to this Project outside the scope of the Work without the
specifrc written consent of the Owner, Architect and the Architect's consultants.

$ I.6TRANSM|SS|ON 0F DATA lN DIGITAL FORM

If the parties intend to transmit lnstruments of Service or any other information or documentation in digital form,
they shall endeavor to establish necessary protocols governing such transmissions, unless otherwise already
provided in the Agreement or the Contract Documents.

ARTICLE 2 OWNER

$ 2.1 GENERAL

$ 2.1.1 The Owner is the person or entity identified as such in the Agreement and is refered to throughout the
Contract Documents as if singular in number. The Owner shall designate in writing a representative who shall have

express authority to bind the Owner with respect to all matters requiring the Owner's approval or authorization.
Except as otherwise provided in Section 4.2.1, the Architect does not have such authority. The tem "Owner" means

the Owner or the Owner's aulhorized representative.

$ 2.2 TNFORMATTON AND SERVTCES REQUTRED OF THE oWNER

S 2.2,1 Prior to commencement of the Work, the Çontractor may request in writing that the Owner provide
reasonable evidence that the Owner has made financial anangements to fi.llfill the Owner's obligations under the

Contract. Thereafter, the Contractor may only request such evidence if ( I ) the Owner fails to make paynents to the

Contractor as the Contract Documents require; (2) a change in the Work materially changes the Contract Sum; or (3)
the Contractor identifies in writing a reasonable concern regarding the Owner's ability to make payment when due.

The Owner shall fumish such evidence as a condition precedent to commencement or continuation of the Work or
the portion of the Work affected by a material change, After the Owner flirnishes the evidence, the Owner shall not
materially vary such financial arangements without prior notice to the Contractor.
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g 2.2.2 Except for pennits and fees that are the responsibility of the Contractor under the Contract Docurnents,
includingthoserequired under Section 3.7.l,the Ownershall secure andpøy fornecessaryapprovals, easements,

assessments and charges required for construction, use or occupancy ofpermanent structures or for pennanent

changes in existing facilities.

$ 2,2.3 The Owner shall furnish surveys describing physical characteristics, legal limitations and utility locations for
the site ofthe Project, and a legal description ofthe site. The Contractor shall be entitled to rely on the accuracy of
information furnished by the Owner but shall exercise proper precautions relating to the safe performance of the
Work.

$ 2.2,4 The Owner shall furnish information or services required of the Owner by the Contract Documents with
reasonable promptness. The Owner shall also furnish any other information ol services under the Owner's control
and relevant to the Contractor's performance of the Work with reasonable promptness after receiving the
Contractor's written request for such information or services,

$ 2,2,5 Unless otherwise provided in the Contract Documents, the Owner shall furnish to the Contractor one copy of
the Contract Documents for purposes of making reproductions pursuant to Section L5.2,

$ 2.3 OWNER'S RTGHT TO STOP THE WORK
If the Contractor fails to conect Work that is not in accordance with the requirements of the Contract Documents as

required by Section 12.2 or repeatedly fails to cary out Work in accordance with the Contract Documents, the
Owner may issue a written order to the Contractor to stop the Work, or any portion thereofl, until the cause for such

order has been eliminated; however, the right of the Owner to stop the Work shall not give rise to a duty on the part

ofthe Owner to exercise this right for the benefit ofthe Contractor or any other person or entity, except to the extent
required by Section 6.1.3.

$ 2.4 oWNER',S RTGHT TO CARRY OUT THE WORK
lf the Contractor defaults or neglects to cary out the Work in accordance with the Contract Documents and fails
within a ten-day period after receipt of written notice from the Owner to commence and continue correction of such

default or neglect with diligence and promptness, the Owner may, without prejudice to other remedies the Owner
may have, correct such deficiencies. In such case an appropriate Change Order shall be issued deducting from
payments then or thereafter due the Contractor the reasonable cost ofcorrecting such deficiencies, including
Owner's expenses and compensation for the Architect's additional services made necessary by such default, neglect
or failure. Such action by the Owner and amounts charged to the Contractor are both subject to prior approval ofthe
Architect. If payments then or thereafter due the Contractor are not sufficient to cover such amounts, the Contractor
shall pay the difference to the Owner.

ARTICLE 3 CONTRACTOR

$ 3,1 GENERAL

$ 3.1.1 The Contractor is the person or entity identified as such in the Agreement and is referred to throughout the
Contract Documents as if singular in number. The Contractor shall be lawfully licensed, if required in the
jurisdiction where the hoject is located. The Contractor shall designate in witing a representative who shall have
express authority to bind the Contractor with respect to all matters under this Contract. The term "Contractor" means

the Contractor or the Contractor's authorized representative,

$ 3.1.2 The Contractor shall perform the Work in accordance with the Contract Documents.

$ 3,1.3 The Contractor shall not be relieved of obligations to perform the Work in accordance with the Contract
Documents either by activities or duties of the Architect in the Architect's administration of the Contract, or by tests,

inspections or approvals required or perfonned by persons or entities oJher than the Contractor.

$ 3.2 REVTEW OF CONTRACT DOCUMENTS AND FIELD CONDITIONS BY CoNTRACToR

S 3.2.1 Execution of the Contract by the Contractor is a representation that the Contractor has visited the site,
become generally familiar with local conditions under which the Work is to be performed and conelated personal

observations with requirements of the Contract Documents.
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S 3,2,2 Because the Contract Documents are complementary, the Contractor shall, before starting each portion ofthe
Work, carefully study and compare the various Contract Documents relative to that portion of the Work, as well as

the information furnished by the Owner pursuant to Section 2.2.3,shall take field measurements of any existing
conditions related to that portion of the Work, and shall observe any conditions at the site affecting it. These

obligations are for the purpose offacilitating coordination and construction by the Contractor and are not for the
purpose of discovering errors, omissions, or inconsistencíes in the Contract Documents; however, the Contractor
shall promptly report to the Architect any errors, inconsistencies or omissions discovered by or made known to the

Contractor as a request for information in such form as the Architect may require, It is recognized that the

Contractor's review is made in the Contractor's capacity as a contractor and not as a licensed design professional,

unless otherwise specifically provided in the Confract Documents.

S 3,2.3 The Contractor is not required to asceftain that the Contract Documents are in accordance with applicable
laws, statutes, ordinances, codes, rules and regulations, or lawful orders of public authorities, but the Contractor
shall promptly report to the Architect any nonconformity discovered by or made known to the Contractor as a

request for information in such form as the Architect may require,

$ 3.2.4 If the Contractor believes that additional cost or time is involved because of clarifications or instructions the

Architect issues in response to the Contractor's notices or requests for information pursuant to Sections 3.2.2 or

3,2.3, the Contractor shall make Claims as provided in Article 15. If the Contractor fails to perform the obligations
of Sections 3,2.2 or 3.2.3, the Contractor shall pay such costs and damages to the Owner as would have been

avoided if the Contractor had performed such obligations. If the Contractor performs those obligations, the

Contractor shall not be liable to the Owner or Architect for damages resulting from enors, inconsistencies or
omissions in the Contract Documents, for differences between field measurements or conditions and the Contract
Documents, or for nonconformities of the Confract Documents to applicable laws, statutes, ordinances, codes, rules

and regulations, and lawful orders of public authoritíes.

s 3.3 SUPERVIS|ON AND CONSTRUCTION PROCEDURES

$ 3.3.1 The Contractor shall supervise and direct the Work, using the Conhactor's best skill and attention. The

Contractor shall be solely responsible for, and have control over, construction means, methods, techniques,

sequences and procedures and for coordinating all portions of the Work under the Contract, unless the Contract
Documents give other specific instructio¡s concerning these matters. If the Contract Docutnents give specific
instructions concerning construction means, methods, techniques, sequences or procedures, the Contractor shall
evaluate the jobsite safety thereof ando except as stated below, shall be fully and solely responsible for the jobsite

safety of such means, methods, techniques, sequences or procedures. If the Contractor determines that such means,

methods, techniques, sequences or procedures may not be safe, the Contractor shall give timely written notice to the

Owner and Architect and shall not proceed with that portion of the Work without further written instructions from
the Architect. If the Contractor is then instructed to proceed with the required means, methods, techniques,

sequences or procedures without acceptance ofchanges proposed by the Contractor, the Owner shall be solely
responsible for any loss or damage arising solely from those Owner-required means, methods, techniques, sequences

or procedures.

S 3.3.2 The Contractor shall be responsible to the Owner for acts and omissions of the Contractor's employees,

Subcontractors and their agents and employees, and other persons or entities performing portions of the Work for, or
on behalfot the Contractor or any ofits Subcontractors.

S 3.3.3 The Contractor shall be responsible for inspection of portions of Work already performed to determine that

such portions are in proper condition to receive subsequent Work.

$ 3.4 LABOR AND MATERTALS

S 3.4.1 Unless otherwise provided in the Contract Documents, the Contractor shall provide and pay for labor,

materials, equipment, tools, construction equipment and machinery, water, heat, utilities, transportation, and other

facilities and services necessary for proper execution and completion of the Work, whether temporary or permanent

and whether or not incorporated or to be incorporated in the Work,

S 3.4.2 Except in the case of minor changes in the Work authorized by the Architect in accordance with Sections
3,12.8 or 7.4, the Contractor may make substitutions only with the consent of the Owner, after evaluation by the
Architect and in accordance with a Change Order or Construction Change Directive.
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$ 3,4.3 The Contractor shall enforce strict discipline and good order among the Contractor's employees and other
persons carrying out the Work. The Contractor shall not permit employment of unfit persons or persons not properly
skilled in tasks assigned to them.

$ 3.sWARRANTY
The Contractor warants to the Owner and Architect that materials and equipment furnished under the Contract will
be of good quality and new unless the Contract Documents require or permit otherwise. The Contractor further
warrants that the Work will conform to the requirements of the Contract Documents and will be free from defects,

except for those inherent in the qualíty of the Work the Contract Documents require or permit. Work, materials, or
equipment not conforming to these requirements may be considered defective. The Contractor's warranty excludes
remedy for damage or defect caused by abuse, alterations to the Work not executed by the Contractor, improper or
insufficient maintenance, improper operation, or normal wear and tear and normal usage. If required by the
Architect, the Contractor shall fumish satisfactory evidence as to the kind and quality of materials and equipment.

$ 3.6 TAXES
The Contractor shall pay any required consumer, use and similar taxes for the Work provided by the Contractor that

are legally enacted when bids are received or negotiations concluded, whether or not yet effective or merely
scheduled to go into effect. The project is excempt from sales tax.

$ 3.7 PERM|TS, FEES, NoT|CES AND CoMPLTANCE WITH LAWS

$ 3.7.1 Unless otherwise provided in the Contract Documents, the Contractor shall secure the building permit.
There is no cost for City of Seabrook permits. The Contractor shall secure and pay for any other permits, fees,

licenses, and inspections by government agencies necessary for proper execution and completion of the Work that
are customarily secured after execution of the Contract and legally required at the time bids are received or
negotiations concluded.

$ 3.7.2 The Contractor shall comply with and give notices required by applicable laws, statutes, ordinances, codes,

rules and regulations, and lawfi.ll orders of public authorities applicable to performance of the Work.

S 3.7.3 If the Contractor performs Work knowing it to be contrary to applicable laws, statutes, ordinances, codes,

rules and regulations, or lawful orders of public authorities, the Contractor shall assume appropriate responsibility
for such Work and shall bear the costs athibutable to corection.

S 3.7.4 Concealed or Unknown Conditions. If the Contractor encounters conditions at the site that are (l)
subsurface or otherwise concealed physical conditions that differ materially from those indicated in the Confact
Documents or (2) unknown physical conditions of an unusual nature, that differ materially from those ordinarily
found to exist and generally recognized as inherent in construction activities ofthe character provided for in the
Contract Documents, the Contractor shall promptly provide notice to the Owner and the Architect before conditions
are disturbed and in no event later than 21 days after first observance of the conditions. The Architect will promptly
investigate such conditions and, if the Architect determines that they differ materially and cause an increase or
decrease in the Contractor's cost of, or time required for, performance of any part of the Work, will recommend an

equitable adjustment in the Contract Sum or Contract Time, or both. If the Architect determines that the conditions
at the site are not materially different from those indicated in the Contract Documents and that no change in the
terms of the Contract is justified, the Architect shall promptly noti$ the Owner and Contractor in writing, stating the
reasons. If either party disputes the Architect's determination or recommendation, that party may proceed as

provided in Article 15.

$ 3.7.5 lt in the course of the Work, the Contractor encounters human remains or recognizes the existence of burial
markers, archaeological sites or wetlands not indicated in the Contract Documents, the Contractor shall immediately
suspend any operations that would affect them and shall noti$ the Owner and Architect. Upon receipt of such

notice, the Owner shall promptly take any action necessary to obtain govemmental authorization required to resume

the operations. The Contractor shall continue to suspend such operations until otherwise instructed by the Owner but
shall continue with all other operations that do not affect those remains or features. Requests for adjustments in the
Contract Sum and Contract Time arising from the existence of such remains or features may be made as provided in
Article 15.
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(Paragraphs deleted)

$ 3,9 SUPERTNTENDENT

$ 3.9.1 The Contractor shall employ a competent superintendent and necessary assistants who shall be in attendance
at the Project site during performance of the Work. The superintendent shall represent the Contractor, and
communications given to the superintendent shall be as binding as if given to the Contractor.

$ 3,9,2 The Contractor, as soon as practicable after award of the Conhact, shall furnish in writing to the Owner
through the Architect the name and qualifications of a proposed superintendent. The Architect may reply within l4
days to the Contractor in writing stating (l) whether the Owner or the Architect has reasonable objection to the
proposed superintendent or (2) that the Architect requires additional time to review. Failure of the Architect to reply
within the 14 day period shall constitute notice of no reasonable objection.

$ 3.9.3 The Contractor shall not employ a proposed superintendent to whom the Owner or Architect has made
reasonable and timely objection. The Contractor shall not change the superintendent without the Olrmer's consent,
which shall not unreasonably be withheld or delayed.

$ 3.10 CONTRACTOR'S CONSTRUCTION SCHEDULES

$ 3.10,1 The Contractor, promptly after being awarded the Contract, shall prepare and submit for the Owner's and
Architect's information a Contractor's construction schedule for the Work. The schedule shall not exceed time limits
current under the Contract Documents, shall be revised at appropriate intervals as required by the conditions of the
Work and Project, shall be related to the entire Project to the extent required by the Contract Documents, and shall
provide for expeditious and practicable execution of the Work.

S 3.10.2 The Contractor shall prepare a submittal schedule, promptly after being awarded the Contract and thereafter
as necessary to maintain a current submittal schedule, and shall submit the schedule(s) for the Architect's approval.
The Architect's approval shall not unreasonably be delayed or withheld. The submittal schedule shall (l) be

coordinated with the Contractor's construction schedule, and (2) allow the Architect reasonable time to review
submitøls. If the Contractor fails to submit a submittal schedule, the Contractor shall not be entitled to any increase
in Contract Sum or extension of Contract Time based on the time required for review of submittals.

S 3,10.3 The Contractor shall perform the rWork in general accordance with the most recent schedules submitted to
the Owner and Architect.

$ 3.11 DOCUMENTS AND SAMPLES AT THE S|TE
The Contractor shall maintain at the site for the Owner one copy of the Drawings, Specifications, Addenda, Change
Orders and other Modifications, in good order and marked currently to indicate field changes and selections made
during construction, and one copy of approved Shop Drawings, Product Data, Samples and similar required
submittals. These shall be available to the Architect and shall be delivered to the Architect for submittal to the
Owner upon completion of the Work as a record of the Work as constructed.

s 3.12 SHOP DRAW|NGS, PRODUCT DATA AND SAMPLES

S 3.12.1 Shop Drawings are drawings, diagrams, schedules and other data specially prepared for the Work by the
Contractor or a Subcontractor, Sub-subcontractor, manufacturer, supplier or distributor to illustrate some portion of
the Work.

$ 3.12.2 Product Dalaare illustrations, standard schedules, performance charts, instructions, brochures, diagrams
and other information furnished by the Contractor to illustrate materials or equipment for some portion of the Work.

$ 3.12,3 Samples are physical examples that illustrate materials, equipment or workmanship and establish standards
by which the Work will be judged.

$ 3.f 2,4 Shop Drawings, Product Data, Samples and similar submittals are not Contract Documents. Their purpose
is to demonstrate the way by which the Contractor proposes to conform to the information given and the design
concept expressed in the Contract Documents for those portions of the Work for which the Contract Documents
require submittals. Review by the Architect is subject to the limitations of Section 4.2.7.Informational submittals
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upon which the Architect is not expected to take responsive action may be so identified in the Contract Documents.

Submittals that are not required by the Contract Documents may be retumed by the Architect without action.

$ 3,12,5 The Contractor shall review for compliance with the Contract Documents, approve and submit to the
Architect Shop Drawings, Product Data, Samples and similar submittals required by the Contract Documents in

accordance with the submittal schedule approved by the Architect or, in the absence of an approved submittal
schedule, with reasonable promptness and in such sequence as to cause no delay in the Work or in the activities of
the Owner or of separate contractors.

$ 3,12.6 By submitting Shop Drawings, Product Data, Samples and similar submittals, the Contractor represents to
the Owner and Architect that the Contractor has (l) reviewed and approved them, (2) determined and verified
materials, field measurements and field construction criteria related thereto, or will do so and (3) checked and

coordinated the information contained within such submittals with the requirements of the Work and of the Contract
Documents.

$ 3.12.7 The Contractor shall perform no portion of the V/ork for which the Contract Documents require submittal
and review of Shop Drawings, Product Data, Samples or similar submittals until the respective submittal has been

approved by the Architect.

$ 3.12.8 The Work shall be in accordance with approved submittals except that the Contractor shall not be relieved
of responsibility for deviations from requirements of the Contract Documents by the Architect's approval of Shop

Drawings, Product Data, Samples or similar submittals unless the Contractor has specifically informed the Architect
in writing of such deviation at the time of submittal and (1) the Architect has given written approval to the specific
deviation as a minor change in the Work, or (2) a Change Order or Construction Change Directive has been issued

authorizing the deviation. The Contractor shall not be relieved of responsibility for errors or omissions in Shop

Drawings, Product Data, Samples or similar submittals by the Architect's approval thereof.

S 3.12.9 The Contractor shall direct specific attention, in writing or on resubmitted Shop Drawings, Product Data,

Samples or similar submittals, to revisions other than those requested by the Architect on previous submittals. In the

absence of such written notice, the Architect's approval of a resubmission shall not apply to such revisions.

S 3,12.10 The Conhactor shall not be required to provide professional services that constitute the practice of
architecture or engineering unless such services are specifically required by the Contract Documents for a portion of
the Work or urless the Contractor needs to provide such services in order to carry out the Contractor's
responsibilities for construction means, methods, techniques, sequences and procedures. The Contractor shall not be

required to provide professional services in violation ofapplicable law. Ifprofessional design services or
certifications by a design professional related to systems, materials or equipment are specifically required of the
Contractor by the Contract Documents, the Owner and the Architect will specify all performance and design criteria
that such services must satisfr. The Conhactor shall cause such services or certifications to be provided by a
properly licensed design professional, whose signature and seal shall appear on all drawings, calculations,
specifications, certifications, Shop Drawings and other submittals prepared by such professional. Shop Drawings
and other submittals related to the Work designed or certified by such professional, if prepared by others, shall bear

such professional's written approval when submitted to the Architect. The Owner and the Architect shall be entitled
to rely upon the adequacy, accuracy and completeness ofthe services, certifications and approvals performed or
provided by such design professionals, provided the Owner and Architect have specified to the Contractor all
performance and design criteria that such services must satisfu. Pursuant to this Section 3.12.10, the Architect will
review, approve or take other appropriate action on submittals only for the limited purpose of checking for
conformance with information given and the design concept expressed in the Contract Documents. The Conhactor
shall not be responsible for the adequacy of the performance and design criteria specified in the Contract
Documents.

s 3.13 USE OF S|TE
The Contractor shall confine operations at the site to areas permitted by applicable laws, statutes, ordinances, codes,

rules and regulations, and lawful orders of public authorities and the Contract Documents and shall not unreasonably

encumber the site with materials or equipment.

s 3.14 cuTTtNG AND PATCHING

$ 3.f 4.1 The Contractor shall be responsible for cutting, fitting or patching required to complete the Work or to
make its parts fit together properly. All areas requiring cutting, fitting and patching shall be restored to the condition

existing prior to the cutting, fitting and patching, unless otherwise required by the Contract Documents.

$ 3.14.2 The Contractor shall not damage or endanger a portion of the Work or fully or partially completed

construction ofthe Owner or separate contractors by cutting, patching or otherwise altering such construction, or by

excavation. The Contractor shall not cut or otherwise alter such conskuction by the Owner or a separate contractor

except with written consent ofthe Owner and ofsuch separate contractor; such consent shall not be unreasonably

withheld. The Contractor shall not unreasonably withhold ÍÌom the Owner or a separate contractor the Contractor's

consent to cutting or otherwise altering the Work.

$ 3.r5 CLEANTNG UP

$ 3.15.1 The Contractor shall keep the premises and surroundtngarea free from accumulation of waste materials or
rubbish caused by operations under the Conhact. At completion of the Work, the Contractor shall remove waste

materials, rubbish, the Contractor's tools, construction equipment, machinery and surplus materials from and about

the Project.

$ 3.15.2 If the Contractor fails to clean up as provided in the Conhact Documents, the Owner may do so and Owner
shall be entitled to reimbursement from the Conkactor.

s 3.T6ACCESS TO WORK
The Contractor shall provide the Owner and Architect access to the Work in preparation and progress wherever

located.

$ 3.17 ROYALTIES, PATENTS AND COPYRIGHTS

The Contractor shall pay allroyalties and license fees. The Contractor shall defend suits or claims for infringement

of copyrights and patent rights and shall hold the Owner and Architect harmless ÍÌom loss on account thereof, but

shall not be responsible for such defense or loss when a particular design, process or product ofa particular

manufacturer or manufacturers is required by the Contract Documents, or where the copyright violations are

contained in Drawings, Specifications or other documents prepared by the Owner or Architect. However, ifthe
Contractor has reason to believe that the required design, process or product is an infringement ofa copyright or a
patent, the Contractor shall be responsible for such loss unless such information is promptly furnished to the

Architect.

$ 3.18 TNDEMN¡FTCATTON

$ 3.1S.f To the fullest extent permitted by law the Contractor shall indemni$ and hold harmless the Owner,
Architect, Architect's consultants, and agents and employees of any of them from and against claims, damages,

losses and expenses, including but not limited to attomeys' fees, arising out of or resulting from performance of the

Vy'ork, provided that such claim, damage, loss or expense is athibutable to bodily injury, sickness, disease or death,

or to injury to or destruction of tangible property (other than the Work itself), but only to the extent caused by the

negligent acts or omissions of the Contractor, a Subcontractor, anyone directly or indirectly employed by them or

anyone for whose acts they may be liable, regardless of whether or not such claim, damage, loss or expense is

caused in part by a party indemnified hereunder. Such obligation shall not be construed to negate, abridge, or reduce

other rights or obligations of indemnity that would otherwise exist as to a party or person described in this Section

3.1 8.

S 3,f S,2 In claims against any person or entity indemnified under this Section 3.18 by an employee of the

Contractor, a Subcontractor, anyone directly or indirectly employed by them or anyone for whose acts they may be

liable, the indemnification obligation under Section 3.18.1 shall not be limited by a limitation on amount or type of
damages, compensation or benefits payable by or for the Contractor or a Subcontractor under workers'

compensation acts, disability benefit acts or other employee benefit acts.
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ARTICLE 4 ARCHITECT

s 4.1 GENERAL

S 4.1.1 The Owner shall retain an architect lawfully licensed to practice architecture or an entity lawfully practicing
architecture in the jurisdiction where the Project is located. That person or entity is identified as the Architect in the

Agreement and is referred to throughout the Conhact Documents as if singular in number.

S 4.1.2 Duties, responsibilities and limitations of authority of the Architect as set forth in the Conhact Documents

shall not be restricted, modified or extended without written consent of the Owner, Contractor and Architect.
Consent shall not be unreasonably withheld.

$ 4.1,3 If the employment of the Architect is terminated, the Owner shall employ a successor architect as to whom
the Contractor has no reasonable objection and whose status under the Contract Documents shall be that of the
Architect.

$ 4,2 ADMTNTSTRATION OF THE CONTRACT

$ 4,2,1 The Architect will provide administration of the Contract as described in the Contract Documents and will be

an Owneros representative during construction until the date the Architect issues the final Certificate for Pa¡rment.

The Architect will have authority to act on behalf of the Owner only to the extent provided in the Contract
Documents.

S 4.2.2 The Architect will visit the site at intervals appropriate to the stage of construction, or as otherwise agreed

with the Owner, to become generally familiar with the progress and quality of the portion of the Work completed,

and to determine in general if the Work observed is being performed in a manner indicating that the Work, when

fully completed, will be in accordance with the Contract Documents. However, the Architect will not be required to
make exhaustive or continuous on-site inspections to check the quality or quantity of the Work. The Architect will
not have control over, charge of, or responsibility for, the construction means, methods, techniques, sequences or
procedures, or for the safety precautions and programs in connection with the Work, since these are solely the

Contractor's rights and responsibilities under the Contract Documents, except as provided in Section 3.3.1.

$ 4.2.3 On the basis of the site visits, the Architect will keep the Owner reasonably informed about the progress and

quality of the portion of the Work completed, and report to the Owner (1) known deviations from the Contract
Documents and from the most recent construction schedule submitted by the Contractor, and (2) defects and

deficiencies observed in the Work. The Architect will not be responsible for the Contractor's failure to perform the

V/ork in accordance with the requirements of the Contract Documents. The Architect will not have control over or

charge of and will not be responsible for acts or omissions of the Contractor, Subconhactors, or their agents or
employees, or any other persons or entities performing portions of the Work.

$ 4,2.4COMMUN|CATIONS FACILITATING CoNTRACT ADMINISTRATION

Except as otherwise provided in the Contract Documents or when direct communications have been specially
authorized, the Ovrmer and Contractor shall endeavor to communicate with each other through the Architect about

matters arising out of or relating to the Contract. Communications by and with the Architect's consultants shall be

through the Architect. Communications by and with Subcontractors and material suppliers shall be through the

Contractor. Communications by and with separate contractors shall be through the Owner.

$ 4.2,5 Based on the Architect's evaluations of the Contractor's Applications for Payment, the Architect will review
and certi$ the amounts due the Contractor and will issue Certificates for Paynent in such amounts.

S 4.2.6 The Architect has authority to reject V/ork that does not conform to the Contract Documents. \Vhenever the

Architect considers it necessary or advisable, the Architect will have authority to require inspection or testing of the
Work in accordance with Sections 13.5.2 and 13.5.3, whether or not such Work is fabricated, installed or completed.

However, neither this authority of the Architect nor a decision made in good faith either to exercise or not to
exercise such authority shall give rise to a duty or responsibility ofthe Architect to the Contractor, Subcontractors,

material and equipment suppliers, their agents or employees, or other persons or entities performing portions of the

Work.

S 4.2.7 The Architect will review and approve, or take other appropriate action upon, the Contractor's submittals
such as Shop Drawings, Product Data and Samples, but only for the limited purpose of checking for conformance
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with information given and the design concept expressed in the Contract Documents. The Architect's action will be

taken in accordance with the submittal schedule approved by the Architect or, in the absence of an approved
submittal schedule, with reasonable promptness while allowing sufficient time in the Architect's professional
judgment to permit adequate review. Review of such submittals is not conducted for the purpose of determining the
accuracy and completeness of other details such as dimensions and quantities, or for substantiating instructions for
installation or performance of equipment or systems, all of which remain the responsibility of the Contractor as

required by the Contract Documents. The Architect's review of the Contractor's submittals shall not relieve the
Contractor ofthe obligations under Sections 3.3,3.5 and3.12. The Architect's review shall not constitute approval

of safety precautions or, unless otherwise specifically stated by the Architect, of any construction means, methods,

techniques, sequences or procedures. The Architect's approval ofa specific item shall not indicate approval ofan
assembly of which the item is a component.

$ 4.2.8 The Architect will prepare Change Orders and Construction Change Directives, and may authorize minor
changes in the Work as provided in Section 7 .4. The Architect will investigate and make determinations and
recommendations regarding concealed and unknown conditions as provided in Section 3.7.4.

$ 4.2.9 The Architect will conduct inspections to determine the date or dates of Substantial Completion and the date

of final completion; issue Certificates of Substantial Completion pursuant to Section 9.8; receive and forward to the
Owner, for the Owner's review and records, written warranties and related documents required by the Contract and
assembled by the Contractor pursuant to Section 9. 10; and issue a final Certificate for Payment pursuant to Section
9.1 0.

$ 4.2,10 If the Owner and Architect agree, the Architect will provide one or more project representatives to assist in
carrying out the Architect's responsibilities at the site. The duties, responsibilities and limitations of authority of
such project representatives shall be as set forth in an exhibit to be incorporated in the Contract Documents.

$ 4.2,11 The Architect will interpret and decide matters concerning performance under, and requirements of, the
Contract Documents on written request of either the Owner or Contractor. The Architect's response to such requests

will be made in writing within any time limits agreed upon or otherwise with reasonable promptness.

S 4.2.12 Interpretations and decisions of the Architect will be consistent with the intent of, and reasonably inferable
from, the Contract Documents and will be in writing or in the form of drawings. When making such interpretations
and decisions, the Architect will endeavor to secure faithful performance by both Owner and Contractor, will not
show partiality to either and will not be liable for results of interpretations or decisions rendered in good faith.

$ 4.2.13 The Architect's decisions on matters relating to aesthetic effect will be final if consistent with the intent
expressed in the Contract Documents.

S 4.2.14 The Architect will review and respond to requests for information about the Contract Documents. The
Architect's response to such requests will be made in writing within any time limits agreed upon or otherwise with
reasonable promptness. If appropriate, the Architect will prepare and issue supplemental Drawings and

Specifications in response to the requests for information.

ARTICLEs SUBCONTRACTORS

$ 5.1 DEFTNTTTONS

S 5.1.1 A Subcontractor is a person or entity who has a direct contract with the Contractor to perform a portion of
the Work at the site. The term "subcontractor" is referred to throughout the Contract Documents as if singular in
number and means a Subcontractor or an authorized representative ofthe Subcontractor. The term "Subconhactor"
does not include a separate contractor or subcontractors of a separate contractor.

$ 5.1.2 A Sub-subcontractor is a person or entity who has a direct or indirect contract with a Subcontractor to
perform a portion of the Work at the site. The term "Sub-subcontractor" is referred to throughout the Contract
Documents as if singular in number and means a Sub-subcontractor or an authorized representative of the
Sub-subcontractor.
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s 5.2AWARD OF SUBCONTRACTS AND OTHER CONTRACTS FOR PoRTToNS OF THE WORK

S 5.2,1 Unless otherwise stated in the Contract Documents or the bidding requirements, the Contractor, as soon as

practicable after award of the Contract, shall furnish in writing to the Owner through the Architect the names of
persons or entities (including those who are to fumish materials or equipment fabricated to a special design)
proposed for each principal portion of the V/ork. The Architect may reply within 14 days to the Contractor in
writing stating (l) whether the Owner or the Architect has reasonable objection to any such proposed person or
entity or (2) that the Architect requires additional time for review. Failure of the Orurer or Architect to reply within
the 14-day period shall constitute notice ofno reasonable objection.

$ 5,2,2 The Contractor shall not contract with a proposed person or entity to whom the Owner or Architect has made
reasonable and timely objection. The Contractor shall not be required to contract with anyone to whom the
Contractor has made reasonable objection.

$ 5.2.3 If the Owner or Architect has reasonable objection to a person or entity proposed by the Conhactor, the
Contractor shall propose another to whom the Owner or Architect has no reasonable objection. Ifthe proposed but
rejected Subcontractor was reasonably capable of performing the Work, the Contract Sum and Contract Time shall
be increased or decreased by the difference, ifany, occasioned by such change, and an appropriate Change Order
shall be issued before commencement of the substitute Subcontractor's Work. However, no increase in the Conhact
Sum or Contract Time shall be allowed for such change unless the Contractor has acted promptly and responsively
in submitting names as required.

$ 5.2.4 The Contractor shall not substitute a Subconhactor, person or entity previously selected if the Owner or
Architect makes reasonable objection to such substitution.

$ 5.3 SUBCoNTRACTUAL RELATTONS

By appropriate agreement, written where legally required for validity, the Contractor shall require each

Subcontractor, to the extent of the Work to be performed by the Subcontractor, to be bound to the Contractor by
terms of the Contract Documents, and to assume toward the Contractor all the obligations and responsibilities,
including the responsibility for safety of the Subconhactor's Work, which the Contractor, by these Documents,
assumes toward the Owner and Architect. Each subcontract agreement shall preserve and protect the rights of the
Owner and Architect under the Contract Documents with respect to the Work to be performed by the Subcontractor
so that subcontracting thereofwill not prejudice such rights, and shall allow to the Subcontractor, unless specifically
provided otherwise in the subcontract agreement, the benefit of all rights, remedies and redress against the
Contractor that the Contractor, by the Conhact Documents, has against the Owner. Where appropriate, the
Contractor shall require each Subcontractor to enter into similar agreements with Sub-subcontractors. The
Contractor shall make available to each proposed Subcontractor, prior to the execution ofthe subcontract agreement,
copies of the Contract Documents to which the Subcontractor will be bound, and, upon wriffen request of the
Subcontractor, identi$ to the Subcontractor terms and conditions of the proposed subcontract agreement that may
be at variance with the Contract Documents. Subcontractors will similarly make copies of applicable portions of
such documents available to their respective proposed Sub-subcontractors.

$ 5.4 CONTTNGENT ASSTGNMENT OF SUBCONTRACTS

S 5.4.f Each subcontract agreement for a portion of the Work is assigned by the Contractor to the Owner, provided
that

.1 assignment is eflective only after termination of the Contract by the Owner for cause pursuant to
Section 14.2 and only for those subcontract agreements that the Ov*'ner accepts by notifying the
Subcontractor and Contractor in writing; and

.2 assignment is subject to the prior rights of the surety, if any, obligated under bond relating to the
Contract.

When the Owner accepts the assignment of a subcontract agreement, the Owner assumes the Contractor's rights and

obligations under the subcontract.

$ 5.4,2 Upon such assignment, if the Work has been suspended for more than 30 days, the Subconhactor's
compensation shall be equitably adjusted for increases in cost resulting from the suspension.
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$ 5.4.3 Upon such assignment to the Owner under this Section 5.4,the Owner may further assign the subcontract to
a successor contractor or other entity. Ifthe Owner assigns the subcontract to a successor contractor or other entity,
the Owner shall nevertheless remain legally responsible for all of the successor contractor's obligations under the

subcontract.

ARTICLE 6 CONSTRUCTION BY OWNER OR BY SEPARATE CONTRACTORS

s 6.f owNER,s RtcHT T0 PERFORM CONSTRUCTTON AND T0 AWARD SEPARATE CONTRACTS

S 6.1.1 The Owner reserves the right to perform construction or operations related to the Project with the Owner's
oln forces, and to award separate contracts in connection with other portions ofthe Project or other construction or

operations on the site under Conditions of the Contract identical or substantially similar to these including those

portions related to insurance and waiver of subrogation. If the Contractor claims that delay or additional cost is

involved because of such action by the Owner, the Contractor shall make such Claim as provided in Article 15.

S 6.f ,2 When separate contracts are awarded for different portions of the Project or other construction or operations

on the site, the term "Conhactor" in the Contract Documents in each case shall mean the Contractor who executes

each separate Owner-Contractor Agreement.

$ 6.1.3 The Owner shall provide for coordination of the activities of the Oumer's o\ryn forces and of each separate

contractor with the Work of the Contractor, who shall cooperate with them. The Conhactor shall participate with
other separate contractors and the Owner in reviewing their construction schedules. The Contractor shall make any

revisions to the construction schedule deemed necessary after a joint review and mutual agreement. The construction
schedules shall then constitute the schedules to be used by the Contractor, separate contractors and the Owner until
subsequently revised.

$ 6.1.4 Unless otherwise provided in the Contract Documents, when the Owner performs construction or operatíons

related to the Project with the Owner's own forces, the Owner shall be deemed to be subject to the same obligations
and to have the same rights that apply to the Contractor under the Conditions of the Contract, including, without
excluding others, those stated in Article 3, this Article 6 and Articles 10, l1 and 12.

$ 6.2 MUTUAL RESPONS¡B|L¡TY

$ 6.2,f The Contractor shall aflord the Owner and separate contractors reasonable opportunity for introduction and

storage of their materials and equipment and performance of their activities, and shall connect and coordinate the

Contractor's construction and operations with theirs as required by the Contract Documents.

S 6,2.2 If part of the Contractor's Work depends for proper execution or results upon construction or operations by
the Owner or a separate contractor, the Contractor shall, prior to proceeding with that portion of the Work, promptly

report to the Architect apparent discrepancies or defects in such other construction that would render it unsuitable

for such proper execution and results. Failure of the Conhactor so to report shall constitute an acknowledgment that
the Owner's or separate contractor's completed or partially completed construction is fit and proper to receive the
Contractor's \Vork, except as to defects not then reasonably discoverable.

$ 6.2,3 The Contractor shall reimburse the Owner for costs the Owner incurs that are payable to a separate

contractor because of the Contractor's delays, improperly timed activities or defective construction. The Owner shall

be responsible to the Contractor for costs the Contractor incurs because ofa separate contractor's delays, improperly
timed activities, damage to the Work or defective construction.

S 6,2.4 The Contractor shall promptly remedy damage the Contractor wrongfully causes to completed or partially
completed construction or to property of the Owner or separate contractors as provided in Section 10.2.5.

S 6,2.5 The Owner and each separate confractor shall have the same responsibilities for cutting and patching as are

described for the Contractor in Section 3.14.

$ 6.3 OWNER'S R|GHT TO CLEAN UP

If a dispute arises among the Contractor, separate contractors and the Owner as to the responsibility under their
respective contracts for maintaining the premises and surrounding area free from waste materials and rubbish, the

Owner may clean up and the Architect will allocate the cost among those responsible.
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ARTICLE 7 CHANGES IN THE WORK

$ 7.r GENERAL

$ 7,1,1 Changes in the Work may be accomplished after execution of the Contract, and without invalidating the
Contract, by Change Order, Construction Change Directive or order for a minor change in the Work, subject to the
limitations stated in this Article 7 and elsewhere in the Contract Documents.

S 7,1,2 A Change Order shall be based upon agreement among the Owner, Contractor and Architect; a Construction
Change Directive requires agreement by the Owner and Architect and may or may not be agreed to by the
Contractor; an order for a minor change in the Work may be issued by the Architect alone.

$ 7,1.3 Changes in the Work shall be performed under applicable provisions of the Contract Documents, and the
Contractor shall proceed promptly, unless otherwise provided in the Change Order, Construction Change Directive
or order for a minor change in the Work.

$ 7,2 CHANGE ORDERS

$ 7.2.1 A Change Order is a written instrument prepared by the Architect and signed by the Owner, Contractor and

Architect stating their agreement upon all of the following:
.'l The change in the Work;
.2 The amount of the adjustment, if any, in the Contract Sum; and

.3 The extent of the adjustment, if any, in the Contract Time.

s 7.3 CONSTRUCTToN CHANGE DTRECTTVES

$ 7.3.f A Conshuction Change Directive is a written order prepared by the Architect and signed by the Owner and

Architect, directing a change in the Work prior to agreement on adjustment, if any, in the Contract Sum or Contract
Time, or both. The Owner may by Construction Change Directive, without invalidating the Contract, order changes

in the V/ork within the general scope of the Contract consisting of additions, deletions or other revisions, the
Contract Sum and Contract Time being adjusted accordingly.

$ 7.3,2 A Construction Change Directive shall be used in the absence of total agreement on the terms of a Change
Order.

S 7.3.3 If the Construction Change Directive provides for an adjustment to the Contract Sum, the adjustment shall be

based on one of the following methods:
.1 Mutual acceptance of a lump sum properly itemized and supported by sufficient substantiating data to

permit evaluation;
.2 Unit prices stated in the Contract Documents or subsequently agreed upon;
.3 Cost to be determined in a manner agreed upon by the parties and a mutually acceptable fixed or

percentage fee; or
.4 As provided in Section 7.3.7.

S 7.3.4 If unit prices are stated in the Contract Documents or subsequently agreed upon, and if quantities originally
contemplated are materially changed in a proposed Change Order or Construction Change Directive so that
application of such unit prices to quantities of Work proposed will cause substantial inequity to the Owner or
Contractor, the applicable unit prices shall be equitably adjusted.

$ 7.3.5 Upon receipt of a Construction Change Directive, the Contractor shall promptly proceed with the change in
the Work involved and advise the Architect of the Confractor's agreement or disagreement with the method, if any,
provided in the Construction Change Directive for determining the proposed adjustment in the Contract Sum or
Contract Time.

$ 7.3.6 A Construction Change Directive signed by the Contractor indicates the Contractor's agreement therewith,
including adjustment in Contract Sum and Contract Time or the method for determining them. Such agreement shall
be effective immediately and shall be recorded as a Change Order.

S 7.3.7 If the Contractor does not respond promptly or disagrees with the method for adjustment in the Contract
Sum, the Architect shall determine the method and the adjustment on the basis of reasonable expenditures and

savings of those performing the \ù/ork attributable to the change, including, in case of an increase in the Conhact
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Sum, an amount for overhead and profit as set forth in the Agreement, or ifno such amount is set forth in the

Agreement, a reasonable amount. In such case, and also under Section 7.3.3.3, the Contractor shall keep and present,

in such form as the Architect may prescribe, an itemized accounting together with appropriate supporting data.

Unless otherwise provided in the Contract Documents, costs for the purposes of this Section 7.3.7 shall be limited to
the following:

,1 Costs of labor, including social security, old age and unemploynent insurance, fringe benefits

required by agreement or custom, and workers' compensation insurance;

.2 Costs of materials, supplies and equipment, including cost of transpoftation, whether incorporated or

consumed;
.3 Rental costs of machinery and equipment, exclusive of hand tools, whether rented from the

Contractor or others;
.4 Costs of premiums for all bonds and insurance, permit fees, and sales, use or similar taxes related to

the Work; and

.5 Additional costs of supervision and field office personnel directly attributable to the change.

$ 7.3.8 The amount of credit to be allowed by the Contractor to the Owner for a deletion or change that results in a

net decrease in the Contract Sum shall be actual net cost as confirmed by the Architect. When both additions and

credits covering related Work or substitutions are involved in a change, the allowance for overhead and profit shall

be figured on the basis ofnet increase, ifany, with respect to that change.

$ 7.3.9 Pending final determination of the total cost of a Construction Change Directive to the Owner, the Contractor
may request payrnent for Work completed under the Construction Change Directive in Applications for Payment.

The Architect will make an interim determination for purposes of monthly certification for payrnent for those costs

and certify for payment the amount that the Architect determines, in the Architect's professional judgment, to be

reasonably justified. The Architect's interim determination of cost shall adjust the Contract Sum on the same basis

as a Change Order, subject to the right of either party to disagree and assert a Claim in accordance with Article 15.

$ 7.3.f 0 When the Owner and Contractor agree with a determination made by the Architect conceming the

adjustments in the Contract Sum and Contract Time, or otherwise reach agreement upon the adjustments, such

agreement shall be effective immediately and the Architect will prepare a Change Order. Change Orders may be

issued for all or any part of a Conshuction Change Directive.

s 7.4 MTNOR CHANGES lN THE WoRK
The Architect has authority to order minor changes in the Work not involving adjustment in the Contract Sum or

extension of the Contract Time and not inconsistent with the intent of the Contract Documents. Such changes will be

effected by written order signed by the Architect and shall be binding on the Owner and Contractor.

ARTICLE 8 TIME

$ 8.1 DEFTNTTTONS

$ 8,1,1 Unless otherwise provided, Contract Time is the period of time, including authorized adjustments, allotted in

the Conhact Documents for Substantial Completion of the Work.

$ 8.f .2 The date of commencement of the Work is the date established in the Agreement.

$ S.1.3 The date of Substantial Completion is the date certified by the Architect in accordance with Section 9.8.

S S.1.4 The term "day" as used in the Contract Documents shall mean calendar day unless otherwise specifically
defined.

$ 8.2 PROGRESS AND COMPLETIoN

S S.2.1 Time limits stated in the Contract Documents are of the essence of the Contract. By executing the Agreement

the Contractor confirms that the Contract Time is a reasonable period for performing the Work.

$ S.2.2 The Contractor shall not knowingly, except by agreement or instruction of the Owner in writing, prematurely

commence operations on the site or elsewhere prior to the effective date of insurance required by Article 1 1 to be

furnished by the Conhactor and Owner. The date of commencement of the 'Work shall not be changed by the
effective date ofsuch insurance.
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$ S.2.3 The Contractor shall proceed expeditiously with adequate forces and shall achieve Substantial Completion

within the Contract Time.

s s.3 DELAYS AND EXTENSIoNS OF TIME

$ g.3.1 If the Contracto, i, detuyed at any time jn the commencement or progress of-the Work.by an act or n-eglect of

the Owner or Architect, o, of un employåe of either, or of a separate contractor employed by the Owner; or by

changes ordered in the Work; or by iabãr disputes, frr", unuruãl delay in deliveries, unavoidable casualties or other

"uurã, 
beyond the Contractoi', 

"ont 
ol; or by detay authorized by the.Owner pending mediation and arbihation; or

by other óuu.., that the Architect determines may justify delay, then the Contract Time shall be extended by Change

Order for such reasonable time as the Architect may determine'

$ S,3.2 Claims relating to time shall be made in accordance with applicable provisions of Article l5'

$ S.3.3 This Section 8.3 does not preclude recovery ofdamages for delay by either party under other provisions of

the Contract Documents.

ARTICLE 9 PAYMENTS AND COMPLETION

$ 9,1 CONTRACT SUM

The contract sum is stated in the Agreement and, including authorized adjustments, is the total amount payable by

the Owner to the Contractor for performance of the Work under the Contract Documents'

s 9.2 SCHEDULE OF VALUES

Where the Contract is based on a stipulated sum or Guaranteed Maximum Price, the Contractor shall submit to the

Architect, before the first Application for Pa¡iment, a schedule of values allocating the entire Contract Sum to the

various portions of the Wort'and prepared in such form and supported by such data to substantiate its accuracy as

the Architect may require. this scneåute, unless objected to bythe Architect, shall be used as a basis for reviewing

the Contractor's Applications for Payment.

s 9,3 APPLICATIONS FOR PAYMENT

õ g.g.f At least ten days before the date established for each progress payment, the Contractor shall submit to the

Architect an itemized Application for payment prepared in aðcordancè with the schedule of values, if required under

Section 9.2, for comptetiã portions of tnä Work. Such application shall be notarized, if required, and supported by 
-

such data substantiatin; thË Contractor's right to paymeni as the Owner or Architect may require, such as copies of

requisitions from Subcãntractors and material ruppii"rt, and shall reflect retainage if provided for in the Contract

Documents.

S 9.3.1.1 As provided in Section 7.3.9, such applications may include requests for pa¡rrnent on account of changes in

the Work that have U""n prop"rty authorized üy Construction Change Diiectives, or by interim determinations of the

Architect, but not yet included in Change Orders.

$ 9.3.1.2 Applications for payment shall not include requests for payment for portions of the Work for which the

Contractor does not intend to pay a Subcontractor or màterial supplier, unless such Work has been performed by

others whom the Contractor intends to pay.

S g,3.2 Unless otherwise provided in the Contract Documents, payments shall be made on account of materials and

Ëquipment delivered and suitably stored at the site for subsequéni incorporation in the Work' 
^lf 

approved in advance

by the owner, puy."ntrrruy similarly be made for materialsãnd equipment suitably stored off the site at a location

aþeed upon in *riting. puínr*t for Laterials and equipment stored on or off the site shall be conditioned upon

cõmpliance by the Coitractor with procedures satisfactory to the Owner to establish the Owner's title to such

matËrials and equipment or otherwise protect the Owner'i interest, and shall include the costs of applicable

insurance, storage and transportation tà the site for such materials and equipment stored off the site'

$ g.3,3 The Contractor wanants that title to all Work covered by an Applicatiol fo1 Payment will pass to the Owner

no later than the time of payment. The Contractor further warrants tha-t upon submittal of an Application fo-r

pa),rnent all Work for wtrictr Certificates for Payment have_been previously issued and payments received fiom the

Owner shall, to the best of the Contractor's knowledge, information and beliet be free and clear of liens, claims,
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security interests or encumbrances in favor ofthe Contractor, Subcontractors, material suppliers, or other persons or
entities making a claim by reason of having provided labor, materials and equipment relating to the Work.

$ 9.4 CERTTFTCATES FoR PAYMENT

$ 9.4.f The Architect will, within seven days after receipt of the Contractor's Application for Payment, either issue
to the Owner a Certificate for Payment, with a copy to the Contractor, for such amount as the Architect determines
is properly due, or notiô/ the Contractor and Owner in writing of the Architect's reasons for withholding
certification in whole or in part as provided in Section 9.5.1.

$ 9.4.2 The issuance of a Certificate for Payment will constitute a representation by the Architect to the Owner,
based on the Architect's evaluation of the Work and the data comprising the Application for Payment, that, to the
best of the Architect's knowledge, information and belief; the Work has progressed to the point indicated and that
the quality of the Work is in accordance with the Contract Documents. The foregoing representations are subject to
an evaluation of the Work for conformance with the Contract Documents upon Substantial Completion, to results of
subsequent tests and inspections, to correction of minor deviations from the Contract Documents prior to completion
and to specific qualifications expressed by the Architect, The issuance of a Certificate for Payment will further
constitute a representation that the Contractor is entitled to payment in the amount certified. However, the issuance
of a Certificate for Payment will not be a representation that the Architect has (l ) made exhaustive or continuous
on-site inspections to check the quality or quantity of the Work, (2) reviewed construction rlìeans, methods,
techniques, sequences or procedures, (3) reviewed copies ofrequisitions received from Subcontractors and material
suppliers and other data requested by the Owner to substantiate the Contractor's right to payment, or (4) made
examination to ascertain how or for what purpose the Contractor has used money previously paid on account of the
Contract Sum.

$ 9.5 DECIS|oNS TO WTTHHOLD CERT|FICATTON

$ 9.5,f The Architect may withhold a Certificate for Payment in whole or in part, to the extent reasonably necessary
to protect the Owner, if in the Architect's opinion the representations to the Owner required by Section 9.4.2 cannot
be made. If the Architect is unable to certify payment in the amount of the Application, the Architect will notify the
Contractor and Owner as provided in Section 9.4.1 . lf the Contractor and Architect cannot agree on a revised
amount, the Architect will promptly issue a Certificate for Payment for the amount for which the Architect is able to
make such representations to the Owner. The Architect may also withhold a Certificate for Pay,rnent or, because of
subsequently discovered evidence, may nullifo the whole or a part of a Certificate for Payment previously issued, to
such extent as may be necessary in the Architect's opinion to protect the Owner from loss for which the Contractor
is responsible, including loss resulting from acts and omissions described in Section 3.3.2, because of

.1 defective Work not remedied;

.2 third party claims filed or reasonable evidence indicating probable filing of such claims unless
security acceptable to the Owner is provided by the Contractor;

.3 failure of the Contractor to make payments properly to Subcontractors or for labor, materials or
equipment;

,4 reasonable evidence that the Work cannot be completed for the unpaid balance of the Contract Sum;
.5 damage to the Owner or a separate contractor;
.6 reasonable evidence that the Work will not be completed within the Contract Time, and that the

unpaid balance would not be adequate to cover actual or liquidated damages for the anticipated delay;
or

.7 repeated failure to carry out the Work in accordance with the Conhact Documents.

$ 9.5.2 When the above reasons for withholding certification are removed, certification will be made for amounts
previously withheld.

S 9.5.3 If the Architect withholds certification for payment under Section 9.5.1.3, the Owner may, at its sole option,
issue joint checks to the Contractor and to any Subcontractor or material or equipment suppliers to whom the
Contractor failed to make payment for Work properly performed or material or equipment suitably delivered. Ifthe
Owner makes payments by joint check, the Owner shall notifi the Architect and the Architect will reflect such
payment on the next Certificate for Payment.
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$ 9.6 PROGRESS PAYMENTS

S 9.6.1 After the Architect has issued a Certificate for Payment, the Owner shall make payment in the manner and
within the time provided in the Contract Documents, and shall so notifo the Architect,

$ 9.6.2 The Contractor shall pay each Subcontractor no later than seven days after receipt ofpayment from the
Owner the amount to which the Subcontractor is entitled, reflecting percentages actually retained from payments to
the Contractor on account of the Subcontractor's portion of the Work. The Contractor shall, by appropriate
agreement with each Subcontractor, require each Subcontractor to make payments to Sub-subcontractors in a similar
manner.

S 9.6'3 The Architect will, on request, furnish to a Subcontractor, if practicable, information regarding percentages
of completion or amounts applied for by the Contractor and action taken thereon by the Architect and Owner on
account ofportions ofthe rvVork done by such Subcontractor.

$ 9'6.4 The Owner has the right to request written evidence from the Conhactor that the Contractor has properly
paid Subcontractors and material and equipment suppliers amounts paid by the Owner to the Contractor for
subcontracted Work. If the Contractor fails to fumish such evidence within seven days, the Owner shall have the
right to contact Subcontractors to ascertain whether they have been properly paid. Neither the Owner nor Architect
shall have an obligation to pay or to see to the pal,rnent of money to a Subcontractor, except as may otherwise be
required by law.

S 9.6.5 Contractor payments to material and equipment suppliers shall be treated in a manner similar to that
provided in Sections 9.6.2,9.6.3 and9.6.4.

S 9.6.6 A Certificate for Payment, a progress payment, or partial or entire use or occupancy of the Project by the
Owner shall not constitute acceptance of Work not in accordance with the Contract Documents.

S 9'6.7 Unless the Contractor provides the Owner with a payment bond in the full penal sum of the Contract Sum,
payrnents received by the Contractor for Work properly performed by Subcontractors and suppliers shall be held by
the Contractor for those Subcontractors or suppiiers who performed Work or furnished mateiiâls, or both, under
contract with the Conûactor for which payment was made by the Owner. Nothing contained herein shall require
money to be placed in a separate account and not commingled with money of the Contractor, shall create any
fiduciary liability or tort liability on the part ofthe Contractor for breach oftrust or shall entitle any person or entity
to an award of punitive damages against the Contractor for breach of the requirements of this provision.

s 9.7 FATLURE 0F PAYMENT
If the Architect does not issue a Certificate for Pal,rnent, through no fault of the Contractor, within seven days aíter
receipt of the Contractor's Application for Pa¡,ment, or if the Owner does not pay the Contractor within seven days
after the date established in the Contract Documents the amount certified by the Architect or awarded by binding
dispute resolution, then the Contractor may, upon seven additional days' written notice to the Owner and Architect,
stop the Work until payment of the amount owing has been received. The Contract Time shall be extended
appropriately and the Contract Sum shall be increased by the amount ofthe Contractor's reasonable costs of
shut-down, delay and start-up, plus interest as provided for in the Contract Documents.

s 9.8 SUBSTANTTAL CoMPLETTON

S 9'8.1 Substantial Completion is the stage in the progress of the Work when the Work or designated portion thereof
is sufficiently complete in accordance with the Contract Documents so that the Owner can occupy or utilize the
Work for its intended use.

S 9.8.2 When the Conûactor considers that the Work, or a portion thereof which the Owner agrees to accept
separately, is substantially complete, the Contractor shall prepare and submit to the Architect a comprehensive list of
items to be completed or corrected prior to final payment. Failure to include an item on such list does not alter the
responsibility of the Contractor to complete all Work in accordance with the Contract Documents,

$ 9.8'3 Upon receipt of the Contractor's list, the Architect will make an inspection to determine whether the Work or
designated portion thereof is substantially complete. If the Architect's inspection discloses any item, whether or not
included on the Contractor's list, which is not sufficiently complete in accordance with the Contract Documents so
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that the Owner can occupy or utilize the Work or designated portion thereof for its intended use, the Contractor
shall, before issuance of the Certificate of Substantial Completion, complete or correct such item upon notification
by the Architect. In such case, the Contractor shall then submit a request for another inspection by the Architect to
determine Substantial Completion.

S 9.8.4 When the Work or designated portion thereof is substantially complete, the Architect will prepare a
Certificate of Substantial Completion that shallestablísh the date of Substantial Completion, shallestablish
responsibilities of the Owner and Contractor for security, maintenance, heat, utilities, damage to the Work and
insurance, and shall fix the time within which the Contractor shall finish all items on the list accompanying the

Certificate. Warranties required by the Contract Documents shall commence on the date of Substantial Completion
of the Work or designated portion thereof unless otherwise provided in the Certificate of Substantial Completion.

$ 9.8.5 The Certificate of Substantial Completion shall be submitted to the Owner and Contractor for their written
acceptance ofresponsibilities assigned to them in such Certificate. Upon such acceptance and consent ofsurety, if
any, the Owner shall make payment of retainage applying to such Work or designated portion thereof. Such payment

shall be adjusted for Work that is incomplete or not in accordance with the requirements of the Contract Documents.

$ 9,9 PARTTAL oCCUPANCY 0R USE

$ 9,9.1 The Owner may occupy or use any completed or partially completed portion of the Work at any stage when
such portion is designated by separate agreement with the Contractor, provided such occupancy or use is consented
to by the insurer as required under Section I 1.3. L5 and authorized by public authorities having jurisdiction over the
Project. Such partial occupancy or use may commence whether or not the portion is substantially complete, provided
the Owner and Contractor have accepted in writing the responsibilities assigned to each of them for payments,

retainage, if any, security, maintenance, heat, utilities, damage to the Work and insurance, and have agreed in
writing conceming the period for correction of the Work and commencement of warranties required by the Contract
Documents. When the Contractor considers a portion substantially complete, the Contractor shall prepare and
submit a list to the Architect as provided under Section 9.8.2. Consent of the Contractor to partial occupancy or use

shall not be unreasonably withheld. The stage of the progress of the Work shall be determined by written agreement
between the Owner and Contractor or, if no agreement is reached, by decision of the Architect,

$ 9.9.2 Immediately prior to such partial occupancy or use, the Owner, Contractor and Architect shalljointly inspect

the area to be occupied or portion of the Work to be used in order to determine and record the condition of the
Vy'ork.

$ 9.9.3 Unless otherwise agreed upon, paÍial occupancy or use of a portion or portions of the Work shall not
constitute acceptance of Work not complying with the requirements of the Contract Documents.

$ 9.10 F|NAL COMPLET]ON AND F|NAL PAYMENT

S 9.10.1 Upon receipt of the Contractor's written notice that the Work is ready for final inspection and acceptance

and upon receipt of a final Application for Payment, the Architect will promptly make such inspection and, when the
Architect finds the Vy'ork acceptable under the Contract Documents and the Contract fully performed, the Architect
will promptly issue a final Certificate for Payment stating that to the best of the Architect's knowledge, information
and beliefl and on the basis of the Architect's on-site visits and inspections, the Work has been completed in

accordance with terms and conditions of the Contract Documents and that the entire balance found to be due the

Contractor and noted in the final Certificate is due and payable. The Architect's final Certificate for Payment will
constitute a further representation that conditions listed in Section 9,10.2 as precedent to the Contractor's being
entitled to final payment have been fulfilled.

$ 9.10.2 Neither final payment nor any remaining retained percentage shall become due until the Contractor submits
to the Architect (l) an affidavit that payrolls, bills for materials and equipment, and other indebtedness connected

with the Work for which the Owner or the Owner's property might be responsible or encumbered (less amounts
withheld by Owner) have been paid or otherwise satisfied, (2) a certificate evidencing that insurance required by the

Contract Documents to remain in force after final payment is currently in effect and will not be canceled or allowed
to expire until at least 30 days' prior written notice has been given to the Owner, (3) a written statement that the
Contractor knows of no substantial reason that the insurance will not be renewable to cover the period required by
the Contract Documents, (4) consent of surety, if any, to final pa¡,ment and (5), if required by the Owner, other data

establishing payment or satisfaction of obligations, such as receipts, releases and waivers of liens, claims, security
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interests or encumbrances arising out of the Contract, to the extent and in such form as may be designated by the
Owner. If a Subcontractor refrrses to furnish a release or waiver required by the Owner, the Contractor mây furnish a

bond satisfactory to the Owner to indemnifo the Owner against such lien. If such lien remains unsatisfied after
pa),rnents are made, the Contractor shall refund to the Owner all money that the Owner may be compelled to pay in
discharging such lien, including all costs and reasonable attorneys' fees.

$ 9.10.3It after SubstantialCompletion ofthe Work, finalcompletion thereof is materially delayed through no fault
of the Contractor or by issuance of Change Orders affecting final completion, and the Architect so confirms, the
Owner shall, upon application by the Contractor and certification by the Architect, and without terminating the
Contract, make payment of the balance due for that portion of the Work fully completed and accepted. If the
remaining balance for Work not fully completed or corrected is less than retainage stipulated in the Contract
Documents, and if bonds have been fumished, the written consent of surety to payrent of the balance due for that
portion of the Work fi.rlly completed and accepted shall be submitted by the Contractor to the Architect prior to
certification of such payment. Such payment shall be made under terms and conditions governing final payment,

except that it shall not constitute a waiver of claims,

S 9.10,4 The making of final payment shall constitute a waiver of Claims by the Owner except those arising from
.1 liens, Claims, security interests or encumbrances arising out of the Contract and unsettled;
,2 failure of the Work to comply with the requirements of the Contract Documents; or
.3 terms of special warranties required by the Contract Documents.

S 9.10.5 Acceptance of final payment by the Contractor, a Subcontractor or material supplier shall constitute a
waiver of claims by that payee except those previously made in writing and identified by that payee as unsettled at

the time of final Application for Payment.

ARTICLE 10 PROTECTION OF PERSONS AND PROPERTY

s l0.l SAFETY PRECAUTTONS AND PROGRAMS
The Contractor shall be responsible for initiating, maintaining and supervising all safety precautions and programs

in connection with the performance of the Contract,

s 10,2 SAFETY OF PERSONS AND PROPERTY

S 10.2.1 The Contractor shall take reasonable precautions for safety of and shall provide reasonable protection to
prevent damage, injury or loss to

.1 employees on the Work and other persons who may be affected thereby;

.2 the Work and materials and equipment to be incorporated therein, whether in storage on or offthe
site, under care, custody or control ofthe Contractor or the Contractor's Subcontractors or
Sub-subcontractors; and

.3 other property at the site or adjacent thereto, such as trees, shrubs, lawns, walks, pavements,
roadways, struçtures and utilities not designated for removal, relocation or replacement in the course
of construction.

$ 10.2,2 The Contractor shall comply with and give notices required by applicable laws, statutes, ordinances, codes,

rules and regulations, and lawful orders of public authorities bearing on safety of persons or property or their
protection from damage, injury or loss.

$ 10.2.3 The Contractor shall erect and maintain, as required by existing conditions and performance of the Contract,
reasonable safeguards for safety and protection, including posting danger signs and other warnings against hazards,
promulgating safety regulations and notifring owners and users of adjacent sites and utilities.

$ 10.2.4 When use or storage of explosives or other hazardous materials or equipment or unusual methods are

necessary for execution of the Work, the Contractor shall exercise utmost care and carry on such activities under
supervision of properly qualifi ed personnel,

$ 10.2.5 The Confractor shall promptly remedy damage and loss (other than damage or loss insured under property
insurance required by the Contract Documents) to property referred to in Sections 10.2.1.2 and 10.2.1.3 caused in
whole or in part by the Contractor, a Subcontractor, a Sub-subcontractor, or anyone directly or indirectly employed
by any of them, or by anyone for whose acts they may be liable and for which the Contractor is responsible under
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Sections 10.2.1.2 and 10.2.1.3, except damage or loss attributable to acts or omissions of the Owner or Architect or
anyone directly or indirectly employed by either of them, or by anyone for whose acts either of them may be liable,
and not attributable to the fault or negligence of the Contractor, The foregoing obligations of the Contractor are in
addition to the Contractor's obligations under Section 3.18.

$ 10,2.6 The Contractor shall designate a responsible member of the Contractor's organization at the site whose duty
shall be the prevention of accidents. This person shall be the Contractor's superintendent unless otherwise
designated by the Contractor in writing to the Owner and Architect,

$ 10.2,7 The Contractor shall not permit any paft of the construction or site to be loaded so as to cause damage or
create an unsafe condition.

$ 10.2,8|NJURY 0R DAMAGE TO PERSoN 0R PROPERTY
If either party suffers injury or damage to person or property because of an act or omission of the other party, or of
others for whose acts such party is legally responsible, written notice of such injury or damage, whether or not
insured, shall be given to the other party within a reasonable time not exceeding 2l days after discovery. The notice
shall provide sufficient detail to enable the other party to investigate the matter.

$ 10.3 HAZARDOUS MATERTALS

S 10,3.1 The Contractor is responsible for compliance with any requirements included in the Contract Documents
regarding hazardous materials. Ifthe Contractor encounters a hazardous material or substance not addressed in the
Contract Documents and if reasonable precautions will be inadequate to prevent foreseeable bodily injury or death
to persons resulting Íiom a material or substance, including but not limited to asbestos or polychlorinated biphenyl
(PCB), encountered on the site by the Contractor, the Contractor shall, upon recognizing the condition, immediately
stop Work in the affected area and report the condition to the Owner and Architect in writing.

$ 10,3.2 Upon receipt of the Contractor's written notice, the Owner shall obtain the services of a licensed laboratory
to verifu the presence or absence ofthe material or substance reported by the Contractor and, in the event such
material or substance is found to be present, to cause it to be rendered harmless. Unless otherwise required by the
Contract Documents, the Owner shall furnish in writing to the Contractor and Architect the names and qualifications
ofpersons or entities who are to perform tests veri$ing the presence or absence ofsuch material or substance or
who are to perform the task of removal or safe containment of such material or substance. The Contractor and the
Architect will promptly reply to the Owner in writing stating whether or not either has reasonable objection to the
persons or entities proposed by the Owner. If either the Contractor or Architect has an objection to a person or entity
proposed by the Owner, the Owner shall propose another to whom the Contractor and the Architect have no
reasonable objection. When the material or substance has been rendered harmless, Work in the affected area shall
resume upon written agreement of the Owner and Contractor. By Change Order, the Conhact Time shall be
extended appropriately and the Contract Sum shall be increased in the amount ofthe Contractor's reasonable
additional costs of shut-down, delay and start-up.

$ 10.3.3 To the fullest extent permitted by law, the Owner shall indemni$, and hold harmless the Contractor,
Subcontractors, Architect, Architect's consultants and agents and employees of any of them from and against
claims, damages, losses and expenses, including but not limited to attorneys' fees, arising out of or resulting from
performance of the Work in the affected area if in fact the material or substance presents the risk of bodily injury or
death as described in Section 10.3.1 and has not been rendered harmless, provided that such claim, damage, loss or
expense is attributable to bodily injury, sickness, disease or death, or to injury to or destruction oftangible property
(other than the Work itself), except to the extent that such damage, loss or expense is due to the fault or negligence
of the party seeking indemnity.

S 10.3,4 The Owner shallnot be responsible under this Section 10.3 for materials or substances the Contractor brings
to the site unless such materials or substances are required by the Contract Documents. The Owner shall be
responsible for materials or substances required by the Contract Documents, except to the extent of the Contractor's
fault or negligence in the use and handling of such materials or substances,

$ 10,3.5 The Contractor shall indemni$r the Owner for the cost and expense the Owner incurs (1) for remediation of
a material or substance the Contractor brings to the site and negligently handles, or (2) where the Contractor fails to
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perform its obligations under Section 10.3.1, except to the extent that the cost and expense are due to the Owner's
fault or negligence.

$ f 0.3,6 Il wíthout negligence on the part of the Contractor, the Conhactor is held liable by a government agency
for the cost of remediation of a hazardous material or substance solely by reason of performing Work as required by
the Contract Documents, the Owner shall, to the extent provided by law, indemniff the Contractor for all cost and

expense thereby incurred.

$ 10,4 EMERGENCTES

In an emergency affecting safety of persons or property, the Contractor shall act, atthe Contractor's discretion, to
prevent threatened damage, injury or loss. Additional compensation or extension of time claimed by the Contractor
on account of an emergency shall be determined as provided in Article l5 and Article 7,

ARTICLE 1I INSURANCE AND BONDS

$ 11,1 CONTRACToR'S LTABTLITY INSURANCE

$ f f ,1,1 The Contractor shall purchase from and maintain in a company or companies lawfully authorized to do
business in the jurisdiction in which the Project is located such insurance as will protect the Contractor from claims
set forth below which may arise out of or result from the Contractor's operations and completed operations under
the Contract and for which the Conhactor may be legally liable, whether such operations be by the Contractor or by
a Subcontractor or by anyone directly or indirectly employed by any of them, or by anyone for whose acts any of
them may be liable:

.'l Claims under workers' compensation, disability benefit and other similar employee benefit acts that
are applicable to the Work to be performed;

,2 Claims for damages because of bodily injury, occupational sickness or disease, or death of the
Contractor's employees;

.3 Claims for damages because of bodily injury, sickness or disease, or death of any person other than
the Contractor's employees;

,4 Claims for damages insured by usual personal injury liability coverage;
,5 Claims for damages, other than to the 'Work itself, because of injury to or destruction of tangible

property, including loss of use resulting therefrom;
,6 Claims for damages because of bodily injury, death of a person or propefty damage arising out of

ownership, maintenance or use of a motor vehicle;
.7 Claims for bodily injury or property damage arising out of completed operations; and

,8 Claims involving contractual liability insurance applicable to the Contractor's obligations under
Section 3.18.

S 1f ,1.2 The insurance required by Section 1l.l.l shall be written for not less than limits of liability specified in the
Contract Documents or required by law, whichever coverage is greater. Coverages, whether written on an

occurrence or claims-made basis, shall be maintained without interruption from the date of commencement of the
Work until the date of final payment and termination of any coverage required to be maintained after final payment,

and, with respect to the Contractor's completed operations coverage, until the expiration of the period for correction
of Work or for such other period for maintenance of completed operations coverage as specified in the Contract
Documents.

$ 11.1.3 Certificates of insurance acceptable to the Owner shall be filed with the Owner prior to commencement of
the Work and thereafter upon renewal or replacement of each required policy of insurance. These certificates and the
insurance policies required by this Section 1 l. I shall contain a provision that coverages afforded under the policies
will not be canceled or allowed to expire until at least 30 days' prior written notice has been given to the Owner. An
additional certificate evidencing continuation of liability coverage, including coverage for completed operations,
shall be submitted with the final Application for Payment as required by Section 9.10.2 and thereafter upon renewal

or replacement of such coverage until the expiration of the time required by Section ll.l.2.Information conceming
reduction of coverage on account of revised limits or claims paid under the General Aggregate, or both, shall be

fumished by the Contractor with reasonable promptness.

$ f 1,1,4 The Contractor shall cause the commercial liability coverage required by the Contract Documents to
include (l) the Owner, the Architect and the Architect's consultants as additional insureds for claims caused in
whole or in part by the Contractor's negligent acts or omissions during the Contractor's operations; and (2) the
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Owner as an additional insured for claims caused in whole or in parl by the Contractor's negligent acts or omissions
during the Contractor's completed operations.

$ 11.2 OWNER'S LtABtLtTY TNSURANCE

The Owner shall be responsible for purchasing and maintaining the Owner's usual liability insurance.

$ 11.3 PROPERTY TNSURANCE

$ 1f .3,1 Unless otherwise provided, the Contractor shall purchase and maintain, in a company or companies
lawfully authorized to do business in the jurisdiction in which the Project is located, property insurance written on a
builder's risk "all-risk" or equivalent policy form in the amount of the initial Contract Sum, plus value of subsequent

Contract Modifications and cost of materials supplied or installed by others, comprising total value for the entire
Project at the site on a replacement cost basis without optional deductibles. Such property insurance shall be

maintained, unless otherwise provided in the Contract Documents or otherwise agreed in writing by all persons and
entities who are beneficiaries of such insurance, until final payment has been made as provided in Section 9. l0 or
until no person or entity other than the Owner has an insurable interest in the property required by this Section I 1.3

to be covered, whichever is later. This insurance shall include interests of the Owner, the Contractor, Subcontractors
and Sub-subcontractors in the Project.

$ 11.3,1.1 Property insurance shall be on an "all-risk" or equivalent policy form and shall include, without limitation,
insurance against the perils of fire (with extended coverage) and physical loss or damage including, without
duplication of coverage, theft, vandalism, malicious mischiet collapse, earthquake, flood, windstorm, falsework,
testing and startup, temporary buildings and debris removal including demolition occasioned by enforcement of any
applicable legal requirements, and shall cover reasonable compensation for Architect's and Contractor's services
and expenses required as a result ofsuch insured loss,

(Paragraph deleted)

$ I f .3,1 ,3 If the property insurance requires deductibles, the Owner shall pay costs not covered because of such
deductibles,

$ 11.3,1,4 This property insurance shall cover portions of the Work stored off the site, and also portions of the Work
in transit.

$ f 1,3,1.5 Partial occupancy or use in accordance with Section 9.9 shall not commence until the insurance company
or companies providing property insurance have consented to such partial occupancy or use by endorsement or
otherwise. The Owner and the Contractor shall take reasonable steps to obtain consent of the insurance company or
companies and shall, without mutual written consent, take no action with respect to partial occupancy or use that
would cause cancellation, lapse or reduction ofinsurance.

(Paragraphs deleted)

$ 11.3,7WA|VERS OF SUBRoGATToN
The Owner and Conhactor waive all rights against (l) each other and any of their subcontractors,
sub-subcontractors, agents and employees, each ofthe other, and (2) the Architect, Architect's consultants, separate

contractors described in Article 6, ifany, and any oftheir subcontractors, sub-subcontractors, agents and employees,
for damages caused by fire or other causes ofloss to the extent covered by property insurance obtained pursuant to
this Section I 1,3 or other property insurance applicable to the Work, except such rights as they have to proceeds of
such insurance held by the Owner as fiduciary. The Owner or Confractor, as appropriate, shall require of the
Architect, Architect's consultants, separate confactors described in Article 6, ifany, and the subcontractors,
sub-subcontractorso agents and employees of any of them, by appropriate agreements, written where legally required
for validity, similar waivers each in favor of other parties enumerated herein. The policies shall provide such

waivers of subrogation by endorsement or otherwise. A waiver of subrogation shall be effective as to a person or
entity even though that person or entity would otherwise have a duty of indemnification, contractual or otherwise,
did not pay the insurance premium directly or indirectly, and whether or not the person or entity had an insurable
interest in the property damaged.
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S 11,3,8 A loss insured under the Owner's property ínsurance shall be adjusted by the Owner as fiduciary and made
payable to the Owner as fiduciary for the insureds, as their interests may appear, subject to requirements of any
applicable mortgagee clause and ofSection I 1,3.10. The Contractor shall pay Subcontractors theirjust shares of
insurance proceeds received by the Contractor, and by appropriate agreements, written where legally required for
validity, shall require Subcontractors to make payments to theír Sub-subcontractors in similar manner,

$ 11.3.9 If required in writing by a party in interest, the Owner as fiduciary shall, upon occurrence of an insured loss,
give bond for proper performance of the Owner's duties. The cost of required bonds shall be charged against
proceeds received as fiduciary. The Owner shall deposit in a separate account proceeds so received, which the
Owner shall distribute in accordance with such agreement as the parties in interest may reach, or as determined in
accordance with the method of binding dispute resolution selected in the Agreement between the Owner and

Contractor, If after such loss no other special agreement is made and unless the Owner terminates the Contract for
convenience, replacement of damaged property shall be performed by the Contractor after notification of a Change
in the Work in accordance with Article 7.

$ 11,3.10 The Owner as fiduciary shallhave power to adjust and settle a loss with insurers unless one of the parties

in interest shall object in writing within five days after occurrence of loss to the Owner's exercise of this power; if
such objection is made, the dispute shall be resolved in the manner selected by the Owner and Contractor as the
method of binding dispute resolution in the Agreement. If the Owner and Contractor have selected arbitration as the
method of binding dispute resolution, the Owner as fiduciary shall make settlement with insurers or, in the case of a
dispute over distribution ofinsurance proceeds, in accordance with the directions ofthe arbitrators.

$ IT,4PERFORMANCE BOND AND PAYMENT BoND

$ 11,4.1 The Contractor shall furnish bonds covering faithfulperformance of the Contract and payment of
obligations arising thereunder as stipulated in bidding requirements or specifically required in the Contract
Documents on the date of execution of the Contract.

S 11.4.2 Upon the request ofany person or entity appearing to be a potential beneficiary ofbonds covering payment

of obligations arising under the Contract, the Contractor shall promptly furnish a copy of the bonds or shall
authorize a copy to be furnished.

ARTICLE 12 UNCOVERING AND CORRECTION OF WORK

s 12.1 UNCOVERTNG OF WORK

S 12.1.1 If a portion of the 'Work is covered contrary to the Architect's request or to requirements specifically
expressed in the Contract Documents, it must, if requested in writing by the Architect, be uncovered for the
Architect's examination and be replaced at the Contractor's expense without change in the Contract Time.

S 12.1.2 If a portion of the Work has been covered that the Architect has not specifically requested to examine prior
to its being covered, the Architect may request to see such Work and it shall be uncovered by the Contractor. If such

Work is in accordance with the Conhact Documents, costs of uncovering and replacement shall, by appropriate
Change Order, be at the Owner's expense. If such Work is not in accordance with the Contract Documents, such

costs and the cost of correction strall be at the Contractor's expense unless the condition was caused by the Owner or
a separate contractor in which event the Owner shall be responsible for payment of such costs.

$ 12.2 CORRECTTON OF WORK

$ 12.2.1 BEFORE OR AFTER SUBSTANTTAL COMPLETIoN
The Contractor shall promptly correct Work rejected by the Architect or failing to conform to the requirements of
the Contract Documents, whether discovered before or after Substantial Completion and whether or not fabricated,
installed or completed, Costs of correcting such rejected Work, including additional testing and inspections, the cost
of uncovering and replacement, and compensation for the Architect's services and expenses made necessary

thereby, shall be at the Contractor's expense.

g 12.2,2AFÍER SUBSTANTIAL COMPLETToN

S 12.2.2.1In addition to the Contractor's obligations under Section 3.5, it within one year after the date of
Substantial Completion of the Work or designated portion thereof or after the date for commencement of warranties
established under Section 9.9.1 , or by terms of an applicable special warranty required by the Contract Documents,
any of the Work is found to be not in accordance with the requirements of the Contract Documents, the Contractor
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shall conect it promptly after receipt of written notice from the Owner to do so unless the Owner has previously
given the Contractor a written acceptance of such condition. The Owner shall give such notice promptly after
discovery of the condition. During the one-year period for correction of Work, if the Owner fails to notifo the

Contractor and give the Contractor an opportunity to make the correction, the Owner waives the rights to require
correction by the Contractor and to make aclaim for breach of warranty. If the Contractor fails to correct

nonconforming Work within a reasonable time during that period after receipt of notice ÍÌom the Owner or

Architect, the Owner may correct it in accordance with Section 2,4.

g 12,2,2.2 The one-year period for correction of Work shall be extended with respect to portions of Work first
performed after Substantial Completion by the period of time between Substantial Completion and the actual

completion of that portion of the Work.

$ 12.2.2,3 The one-year period for correctíon of Work shall not be extended by corrective Work performed by the

Contractor pursuant to this Section 12.2.

$ 12.2.3 The Contraetor shall remove from the site portions of the Work that are not in accordance with the

requirements of the Contract Documents and are neither corrected by the Contractor nor accepted by the Owner

$ 12,2.4 The Contractor shall bear the cost of correcting destroyed or damaged construction, whether completed or
partially completed, of the Owner or separate contractors caused by the Contractor's correction or removal of Work
that is not in accordance with the requirements of the Contract Documents.

$ 12.2.5Nothing contained in this Section 12.2 shall be construed to establish a period of limitation with respect to
other obligations the Contractor has under the Contract Documents. Establishment of the one-year period for
correction of Work as described in Section 12,2.2 relates only to the specific obligation of the Contractor to correct

the Work, and has no relationship to the time within which the obligation to comply with the Contract Documents

may be sought to be enforced, nor to the time wíthin which proceedings may be commenced to establish the

Contractor's liability with respect to the Contractor's obligations other than specifically to correct the Work,

$ l2.3ACCEPTANCE OF NoNCONFoRMING WORK

If the Owner prefers to accept Work that is not in accordance with the requirements of the Contract Documents, the

Owner may do so instead of requiring its removal and correction, in which case the Conffact Sum will be reduced as

appropriate and equitable. Such adjustment shall be effected whether or not final payment has been made.

ARTICLE 13 MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS

$ 13.I GOVERN|NG rAW
The Contract shall be governed by the law ofthe place where the Project is located except that, ifthe parties have

selected arbitration as the method of binding dispute resolution, the Federal Arbitration Act shall govern Section

15.4.

s 13.2 SUCCESSoRS AND ASSTGNS

$ 13.2.1 The Owner and Contractor respectively bind themselves, their partnerso successors, assigrs and legal

representatives to covenants, agreements and obligations contained in the Contract Documents. Except as provided
in Section 13.2.2,neither party to the Contract shall assign the Contract as a whole without written oonsent of the

other. If either party attempts to make such an assignment without such consent, that party shall nevertheless remain

legally responsible for all obligations under the Contract.

$ 13.2.2 The Owner may, without consent of the Confractor, assign the Contract to a lender providing construction
financing for the hoject, if the lender assumes the Owner's rights and obligations under the Contract Documents,

The Confactor shall execute all consents reasonably required to facilitate such assignment.

s l3.3WR|TTEN NoTTCE

Written notice shall be deemed to have been duly served if delivered in person to the individual, to a member of the

firm or entity, or to an officer of the corporation for which it was intended; or ìf delivered at, or sent by registered or

certified mail or by courier service providing proofofdelivery to, the last business address known to the party
giving notice.
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$ f 3.4 RTGHTS AND REMEDIES

$ 13.4,1 Duties and obligations imposed by the Contract Documents and rights and remedies available thereunder

shall be in addition to and not alimitation of duties, obligations, rights and remedies otherwise imposed or available

by law.

$ 13.4.2 No action or failure to act by the Owner, Architect or Contractor shall constitute a waiver of a right or duty
afforded them under the Contract, nor shall such action or failure to act constitute approval ofor acquiescence in a
breach there under, except as may be specifically agreed in writing.

$ 13.5TESTS AND TNSPECTTONS

$ 13,5.1 Tests, inspections and approvals of portions of the Work shall be made as required by the Contract
Documents and by applicable laws, statutes, ordinances, codes, rules and regulations or lawful orders of public

authorities. Unless otherwise provided, the Owner will pay for all materials testing with an independent testing

laboratory or entity and shall bear all related costs oftests, inspections and approvals, The Contractor shall give the

Testing Company timely notice of when and where tests and inspections are to be made so that the Testing
Company may be present for such procedures, The Owner shall bear costs of (l) tests, inspections or approvals that

do not become requirements until after bids are received or negotiations concluded, and (2) tests, inspections or

approvals where building codes or applicable laws or regulations prohibit the Owner ÍÌom delegating their cost to
the Contractor.

$ 13.5.2 If the Architect, Owner or public authorities having jurisdiction determine that pottions of the Work require
additional testing, inspection or approval do to failure the Contractor to make arangements for such additional
testing and make payment for, inspection or approval by the Owner's Testing Company until such time of passing

tests

$ 13.5.3If such procedures for testing, inspection or approval under Sections 13.5.1 and13.5.2 reveal failure of the
portions of the Work to comply with requirements established by the Contract Documents, all costs made necessary

by such failure including those ofrepeated procedures and compensation for the Architect's services and expenses

shall be at the Contractor's expense,

$ 13.5.4 Required certificates of testing, inspection or approval shall, unless otherwise required by the Contract
Documents, be secured by the Contractor and promptly delivered to the Architect.

$ 13.5.5 lf the Architect is to observe tests, inspections or approvals required by the Contract Documentso the

Architect will do so promptly and, where practicable, at the normal place of testing.

$ 13.5.6 Tests or inspections csnducted pursuant to the Contract Documents shall be made promptly to avoid
unreasonable delay in the Work,

$ 13.6 TNTEREST

Payments due and unpaid under the Contract Documents shall bear interest from the date payment is due at such rate

as the parties may agree upon in writing or, in the absence thereot at the legal rate prevailing from time to time at

the place where the Project is located.

$ 13.7 TrME LTMTTS 0N CLATMS

The Owner and Contractor shall commence all claims and causes of action, whether in contract, tott, breach of
wananty or otherwise, against the other arising out of or related to the Contract in accordance with the requirements

of the fìnal dispute resolution method selected in the Agreement within the time period specified by applicable law,

but in any case not more than l0 years after the date of Substantial Completion of the Work. The Owner and

Confactor waive all claims and causes of aetion not commenced in accordance with this Section 13.7.

ARTICLE 14 TERMINATION OR SUSPENSION OF THE CONTRACT

$ T4.I TERM|NAT|ON BY THE CONTRACTOR

$ 14.1.1 The Contractor may terminate the Contract if the Work is stopped for a period of 30 consecutive days

through no act or fault ofthe Contractor or a Subcontractor, Sub-subcontractor or their agents or employees or any

other persons or entities performing portions of the Work under direct or indirect contract with the Co¡tractor, for
any of the following reasons:
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,1 Issuance of an order of a court or other public authority having jurisdiction that requires all Work to
be stopped;

,2 An act of government, such as a declaration of national emergency that requires all Work to be

stopped;
,3 Because the Architect has not issued a Certificate for Payment and has not notified the Contractor of

the reason for wíthholding certification as provided in Section 9.4.1, or because the Owner has not
made payment on a Certíficate for Payment within the time stated in the Contract Documents; or

,4 The Owner has failed to furnish to the Contractor promptly, upon the Contractor's request, reasonable
evidence as required by Section 2.2.1.

S 14,1,2 The Contractor may terminate the Contract ifl, through no act or fault of the Contractor or a Subcontractor,
Sub-subcontractor or their agents or employees or any other persons or entities perforrning portions of the Work
under direct or indirect contract with the Contractor, repeated suspensions, delays or interruptions of the entire Work
by the Owner as described in Section I 4.3 constitute in the aggregate more than I 00 percent of the total number of
days scheduled for completion, or 120 days in any 365-day period, whichever is less.

$ 14.1.3 Ifone ofthereasons described in Section l4.l.l or 14.1,2 exists, the Contractor may, upon seven days'
written notice to the Owner and Architect, terminate the Contract and recover from the Owner payment for Work
executed, including reasonable overhead and profit, costs incurred by reason ofsuch termination, and damages.

$ 14,1,4 If the Work is stopped for a period of 60 consecutive days through no act or fault of the Contractor or a
Subcontractor or their agents or employees or any other persons performing portions of the Work under contract
with the Contractor because the Owner has repeatedly failed to fulfill the Owner's obligations under the Contract
Documents with respect to matters important to the progress of the Work, the Contractor may, upon seven additional
days' written notice to the Owner and the Architect, terminate the Contract and recover from the Owner as provided
in Seetion 14,1.3.
